Of course, the repeal of the foregoing
(a8 now demanded by the Democratie
party  would lead to the practieal
destruetion  of the National bank
eurrency.  Allowed to pledge state and
munieipal stocks drawing from 7 to 10
per cent. for ecireulation, the banks

would quiekly surrender the National
bonds, which draw so0 much less

Prrfsnunan, July 8.—~The Amalga-
mated Association of Iron oond Steel
Workers, representing the working-
men In the present labor conflict, is o
powerful labor organization, in the past
having a good record for its conserva-
tive mothods of dealing with wage
(uestions,  Its lodges can e found in
every town where an iron furnace rears
its head or the clank of stecl-working
machinery is heard,

Each year the lodges send delegates
to n convention which mects at Pitts-
burgh to adjust wage scales. It has
been the plan for the convention to pro-
pare its scale and then trent with the

manufacturers’ organization, when cons |

cessions on both sides would result ina
satisfactory adjustment of all differ-
cences pending.

The association has regular offices in
Pittsburgh, with an intelligent presi
dent at its head, o secretary and other
officers in charge of the different dis-
tricts. Wm. Weihe, who for years has
been at the head of the assoclation, is a
man noted for his powers of orguniza-
tion and his conservative and business-
like manner of dealing with grave
questions.

In personal appearance he is Is a per-
fect giant, being over six foet tall and
of a physigue that is commanding,
Vice-President Garland is also a very
conservative business man. Every one
of those at the head of the association
are cool-headed men, who have in the
present tronble done all in their power
to keep the hot-heads from doing rash
pets

The A. A. of 1. and 8. W, ranks with
the Gilass Workers' association as being
the moest conservative labor organiza-
tion in existence,

Many outsiders had flocked to Home-
stead and the sight of the hated Pinker-
ertons, neting like a red flage flaunted in
front of the men, placed them beyond
the control of the cooler element.

Mr. Carnegie was a poor boy when
he landed in Pittsburgh with his
parents from Scotland, and began
business life as a telegraph messenger,
When he had earncd and saved a
little money he bought an interest in
o little foundry, and he made his first
million by the manufacture of steel
ruils. To-day he is  the largest manu-
fucturer of pig-iron. steel rails and
coke in the world Ile has o house on
Fifty-tirst street, near Fifth avenue, in
New York: a residence in Pittsburgh, a
summerhouse in the south, s Highland
custie in Seotland, and an English
manor near the Ascot race track, where
he is lving at present. He owns iron
furnaces, mines, raflronds and a syndi-
ente of English newspapers.

A steel billet is four inches wide and
decp tnd of varying lengths, It is to
the steel manufacturer what plg-iron is
to the iron manufacturer. It was made
the basis of a sliding scale of wages,
which Mr, Carnegic sund the Amalgn-
mated assoclation of iron and steel
workers signed three years ago. The
market price of steel billets as quot-
¢l on board ears at Pittsburgh
wns to govern the pay of the men
wha used their brain and brawn and
muscle and energy in operating the fur
naces and mills of the Carnegie inter-
este. When the scale was signed in
1550, after a strike which was marked
by exciting scenes and some bloodshed
at [lomestead, the market price of steel
Lillets was #25, The minimum price,
for the purposes of the scalg, was
never to be below #24. It did not re-
wn'n at #5 long.
