Mr., Strong
says the accounts thus far published do
not clearly state the origin of the tor-
nado, but he is inclined to regard it as
what is ealled by meteorologists, o
“horse shoe storm,” the destruction be-
ing cansed by the vacuum formed in
the center by the coming together or
closing- up of the open ends of the
storm, which sucks up everything that
comes within the vacoum.
