cline of prices and cost of living and
the advauce in wages as shown by the

report are net large.
Movements of this

Advance kind, from the na- -
" in Wares. ture of the case,

are always slew.
The price of a sin-

gle article, or even a group of articles,
may change greatly, or the wages in a
single occupation or group of occupa-

tions may advance or decline rapidly;
and still the average of all the great
mass of prices or wages net be changed
perceptibly. A slight change Jn the to-

tal average, however, makes a great dif-

ference in the nggregate result. The
decline in the cost of living from June,
1889, te May, 1892, as shown by the re-

port of the Finance Committee, was 3.4
per cent. The advance in wages as
shown by the same report was .75 of 1

per cent. This makes an average ad-

vance in the purchasing power of wages
of 4.15 per cent. Assuming $G00 a3 the

"average income of the families of the
country, this would be equivalent te,
say, $25 per family, or an aggregate
saving for 13,000,000 families of 323,-000,0-

for each year.

The addition of tills vast sum annu-
ally to the national earnings and wealth
is an achievement which speaks with a
mere eloquent voice than I can com-

mand in behalf of a policy under which
such results are possible. It is signifi-
cant that while the cost of living in the
United States declined for the period
cevored by the investigation of the Fi
nance Committee, the cost of living in
England increased 1.9 per cent. If the
conditions had been reversed our Deme--
