Washington, Aug. 20. At Gov.
telegraphed request, COO stands

of arms and 39,000 rounds of ammuni-
tion were sent him from here Friday
morning. This is the quota te which
Tennessee is entitled from the general
government under the militia law el
the United States.

At 12:30 Friday nothing further had
been received from the scat of war in
Tennessee, and no order had been re-

ceived from the president te dispatch
national troops te the aid of the author-
ities of that state.

Knoxville, Tenn., Aug. 19. Ceal
Creek is virtually in the hands of mill,
tary authorities. Mere than 1,000 sol-

diers are quartered in town. Occasion-
al shots are heard, but no regular en-

gagement has been fought
A cold, drenching rain was falling

throughout cast Tennessee Friday morn-
ing and late arrivals of troops and citi-
zens at Ceal Creek are in a very un-

pleasant condition. Few of them arc
supplied with overcoats and u great
many have no blankets.

Gen. Andersen is still u prisoner in
the hands of the minera He positively
refuses te surrender or treat with his
captors, lie is closely guarded. Brig.-Gen- .

Carnes wires Superintendent
Iluger, of East Tennessee, that all the
miners of Ceal Creek have uncon-
ditionally surrendered te him, and Cnpt,
Anderson will be dclivered at 1 o'clock.

George Irish, a leader among the
miners at Ceal Creek, is in the city.
He is supposed te have led the attach
en the Urlcevillc stockades a year age.
lie says he advised tlw miners and thuii
friends te let the convicts at Ceal Creek
alone. A meeting of a secret commit-
tee wbb held and he was given twenty-fou- r

hours te leave the country. lie
says he will never rcturn.te Ceal Creek.

The Knoxville Iren Ce. has thrown
tip the lease of the convicts, and tele-
graphed the warden te turn them evei
te the troops. If this is done it will b
a tame ending te the crusade for law
and order.

On the way the soldiers were attacked
by a large body of miners, possibly 300
about neon. The fire was returned; and
considerable sheeting was done fei
about 10 minutes. The miners sent up
a flag of truce and surrendered.

UNCLE SAM'S STRENGTH.

He Could Raise an Army or Thirteen
Millien Men.

Washington, Aug. 20. An unnsually
interesting bulletin has just been issued
by the superintendent of the census,
exhibiting, among ether things, the
size of the milltlable population of the
United States that is the male popula-
tion of the ages 18 te 41 inclusive.

The bulletin shows that there are
13,230,103 males in the United States be-

tween these ages, and it fellows, there-
fore, that if we were driven te it, we
could put into the field an army of ever
13,000,000 men, except, of course, the
shrinkage from disability und exemp-
tion. And then we would have 0,000,-00- 0

or mere men ever the age of 45

years, te attend te the business of the
country, while this army of 13,000,000
men should be in the field.

It is interesting te note always that
the increase in the number of militlable
men in the United States in the ten
years from lSbO te 1S90 is almost exactly
three millions (2,993,929.) Thus it ap-

pears that simply the increase in our
militlable population in ten years is
enough te make three grand armies of a
million men each.

Of the total militiablu strength of
the country 11,S03,004 is white, and
1,420,204 la colored. Of the white
militiablc strength 9,0S0,C(W is native,
2,217, SOS is fdrcign born.
