Ten pounds of butter bought 33i

yards of cotton cloth then; new it pur-

chases 48i yards.
Teu pounds of cheess were worth 25

pounds of nails; the cheese new pays
for 54 pounds of nails.

A pound of washed wool grewu ten
years before the war would buy 1- of a
barrel of salt, 3 5- -t pounds of sugar, 3i
yards of cotton cloth or ten pounds of

nails. Te-da- y his own pound of 'wool

will pay for 1 of a barrel of salt, 8

pounds of sugar, yards of cotton
cloth and 22 pounds of naiR

The figures are based en New Yerk
City prices.- - But as a matter of fact he
never realized anything like these prices
in his local market.

Freights were high, and when the
cost of bringing produce te the New
Yerk market was deducted from New
Yerk prices for farm produce, and the
cost of bringing the merchandise from
New Yerk te the Hinge store at which
he traded was added te the price of what
he bought, the nverage farmer was
really net mere than half as well off ten
years before the war m our figures
would indicate.

Fer Instance, in 1657 it cost 25 cents

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BLOCKADE RAISED.

Trnln nt Ilutmle Moving Freight WU1
the rirrmen Strike?

Buffalo, Aug. 2IJ. The bleckado has
been raised Nearly all the rqnds arc
moving frelght. The condition of the
yards here Is no longer congested. The
Erie mnde the first attempt te start
freight out of the Bleck Beck yards,
sending bIx full trains east.

Sundny afternoon the Central sent a
train of hard coal from cast Buffalo te
Black Reck.

The mevemont of coal hiiggests that
the yards are gettlngpretty well cleaned
up. It Is evident that the bwitchmen
are twiten, unless their
the firemen, trainmen and conductors,
come te their aid.

There was nothing Indicating that
the firemen would be ordered out Mer-
chants here in sympathy with the strik-
ers refuse te soil eatables te the soldier
boys.

Grand Master Sargent, of the Broth-
erhood of Locomotive Fiictncn, nrrlVed
In Buffalo ntO o'clock Monday morning.

Grand Master Sargent went from the
depot te the Breescl house. After he
had rested he consented te talk te a re-

porter. His words seem te strengthen
the belief that the trouble here is net
ever yet

Said Sargent: "I came here In re-
sponse te telegrams from Sweeney,
errand master of the switchmen. Yeu
ask me what the outlook K I can net
tell you yet I nm here sooner thun
was expected, for I was quite ill nnd
did net at first think I should be able te
leave my bed; but I made up my mind
that It was highly necessary for me te
come, nnd I started Sunday morning."

"But are the firemen going out? That
is the question above nil ethers."

"That I can net tell. But, let me as-

sure you, if the firemen go out the en-

gineers trainmen, conductors, and rail-
road telegraphers will go with them.

"That I knew. Mind you, new, I de
net say that the firemen will go out,
but I want you te emphasize that fact
that If the firemen go out, the conduc-
tors, trainmen, engineer-- ? and the teleg-
raphers will go v ith them. The pub-
lic has a wrong Impression in this mat-
ter. The newspapers have been talk-
ing of the firemen ns rf they were going
out as a separate body. That is net se.
They will net go out alone."

"What Is the specific giievance of the
firemen in this city?"

"They have none that I knew of. But
it is new a questieu as te whether the
railroad corporations or the different
bodies of erganiied laTier are te suc-
ceed. Suppose the switchmen nie de-

feated in this struggle, what then? In
the future, whenever the firemen, en-
gineers, or any ether order of railroad
empleyes, go te their corporations with
requests or grievances, the will simply
be ignored.

"It will be a sympathetic strike alte-
gethera struggle between the r.iilread
corporations and organized labor. If
the switchmen are defeated at this
timc.it is ti serious blew te organized
labor. If they are supported and main-
tained bj, their brother organizations,
and carry their point, it will tend te
give the organizations their rights In
the future. As you might say, it is
purely n struggle for

"Can the local organization of fire-

men go out en their own responsi-
bility?"

"Ne. Any local organization is liable
te expulsion from the order for striking
without a two-third- s vote and the con-

sent of certain executives of the organ-
ization."

"IIe.v many firemen are there in the
Immediate vicinity of Buffalo, en the
reads centering in Buffalo?"

"I should say Buffalo could produce
in the neighborhood of 1,200."

"In the case of the firemen going out
de you think the reads could get new
men enough te operate the line?"
