A San Francisce Newspaper Man

Embarks en a Slave Ship.

Hundreds of Gilbert Islanders Liter-

ally Sold te Guatemalan Planters,

The Most Queitlunnble Methods Resorted
te te Gut NfUlvei Sold for SlOO u

Head, the Amount DcliiffTulf
en am Vnnaage Meney.

San Francisce, Oct. 17. The Exam-
iner Saturday contains a lengthy
account of the crulse of the steamer
.Mentscrrat, which arrived here Thurs-
day from San Jese de Guatemala, after
having landed in Guatemalan perta 88S

natives of the Gilbert islauds,
who were delivered te wealthy planta-
tion owners of Central America
under contract te become laborers there
for a term of five years. The account
is written by an Examiner reporter
who left bore en the Montserrat in
April last in the guise of a sailor and
accompanied her en the entire voyage.
The account declares that the Mentaer-ra- t

was a slave ship; that the natives
were sold in Guatemala for $100 a head,
the amount being taken in the guise of
"passage money."

It states that the steamer viBited a
number of places in the Gilbert group
and shows that most questionable
methods wero resorted te te get natives
aboard. In a number of cases young lads
were induced te go aboard the steamer
and were frightened into signing a
contract, their parents or relations net
being willing te part with them would
go aboard with them. A number of
nondescript men, women and children
were among these secured.

Upen arrival at Guatemala the plan-
tation owners would sometimes demur
at paying for such helpless labor and
then these victims would be presented
te them in consideration of their paying
for the mere able-bodie- d ones. The
manager of the expedition was U. II.
Fergusen, who was also connected with
another alleged slave ship, the ill-fat-

Tahiti, which sunk with four hundred
Gilbert islanders aboard.

The reporter states that during the
visit of the Meutserrat te the islands
Fergusen deceived the islanders as te
the fate of their countrymen en the
Tahiti, and told them they were safely
landed in Mexico and were enjoying
great prosperity. The account also
states that of the 400 Gilbert islanders
who were taken te Guatemala two
years age under the same conditions te
work en plantations there are only 180
alive new, the ethers having succumbed
te the fevers and ether diseases.

Clarksvillr, Tcnn., Oct 17. Capt

E. A. Maynard, who was born and
reared in this city, but new of the Mor-
gan line of steamships, although only
twenty-tw- o years of age, has had a ca-

reer of thrilling interest
Capt Maynard was born here in 1S70,

his father being route agent for the
Southern Express Ce. In 1884, nt the
age of fourteen, young Maynard left
his mother and brothers nid sister, his
father then being dead, and went te
New Yerk and conflded te his uncle, H.
P. Kirkham, his plans for becoming a
sailor. His undo secured a berth for
him en a vessel bound for Africa.

After a year of uneventful sea life he
shipped with a vessel going te Heng
Keng, China. A storm overtook the
ship near the Caroline islands and drove
it against reefs and it went down. It
was near the islands and officers and
crew all get ashera The savage in-

habitants met the Bailers with yells,
brandishing their implements of war-
fare, and the entire crew surrendered,
expecting te be roosted or eaten
alive. But, instead, they received kind
treatment, and were distributed among
the savages. Maynard's fine appearance
wen the geed will of the king or chief,
and he was taken te his home. The
king had a daughter, and in her com-

pany young Maynard was almost con-

stantly thrown. When be had acquired
sufficient knowledge of her language
te understand the princess he began
te make love te her, was received with
favor by both daughter and father and
before long became the king's son-in-la-

The captives became reconciled te
the natives' manner of living, and some
of them hunted, while ethers fished.
They lest all hope of ever getting back
te civilization. After about seven
months' captivity Maynard proposed te
his friends te escape In the beats that
they saved from their ship, and moke
their way, eight hundred miles, te
Honolulu. They agreed, and at the
first opportunity escaped. They arrived
at Honolulu safely after eight days of
suffering, and were given clothing, as
they were only clad in the very scanty
garb worn by the inhabitants of the
islands.

Soen after this Maynard shipped en
the steamer Aquan, a trader in the
West Indies. He was wrecked en a
rock called by sailors "Sonever." when
he and the captain set out for pert in a
beat They sent a ship te the aid of
the passengers and crew.

In a short time Maynard get a posi-

tion en the Morgan line, with which
company he Is new, but was again
wrecked with the ship El Derado, near
the Bahamas. He is new second officer
en the steamer Alame, which runs from
New Yerk te Galveston.

BLOWN TO PIECES.

Explosion of Glnut Powder.
InosweoD, Mich., Oct 17. August

Damclsen and Alexander Besin, miners
employed at Ne. 2 shaft of the East
Nerrio mine, have been killed by an ex-
plosion of giant powder. The body
of one of the men was tern te pieces.
It is impossible te tell what caused
the explosion, as the powder was in a
box in a room In which the men were
working. The supposition is that they
were sitting en the box smoking and
that a bpark from a pipe fell into the
box igniting the powder. The bodies
of the ten men buried in the cave-i- n at
Ne. 1 shaft of this mine September
20 have all been taken out, with the
exception of Sandqulst, a timberman,
the search for which continues night
and day.

The Pfipnl and the American Flag1.
Newark, N. J., Oct 17. A sensation

was caused at the convention of Cath-
olic societies at the Catholic institute
Sunday when the question of the
carrying of flags in the coming Colum-
bus celebration en October 31 came up.

if they preceded it by an American
flag. Jehn Brudder, of
Harrison, arose te his feet and said im-

pressively: "We should have the papal
flag first We are Catholics first and
Americans afterwards." An impressive
silence followed the remark, and no no-

tice was taken of it Fifty-nin- e socie-
ties were represented in the convention,
and it is estimated there will be ten
thousand in line in the parade and forty
bands,

Immigrants Landed nt Kills Island,
New Yerk, Oct 17. The first immi-

grants direct from Europe te be landed
at Ellis island since the president's
proclamation In relation te steerage
passengers were taken off the Nether-
lands American steamship Dubblcdara
Sunday. There were 300 of them. They
sailed from Rotterdam, where they had
been under observation for five weeks,
and where their baggage had been sub-
jected te a thorough disinfectien by
steam. Most of the immigrants are
bound for points outside of the city.

EXTERMINATED
Eight Rustlers Surprised By i

Relentless Pesse.

They Kill Their Stelen Horses am
Make a Barricade of Them.

The Unerring Aim of Their Knctuy I.11J

Beise City. Ida., Oct 17. Wilsen
Marvin arrived here Sunday from Dcei
Flat in the nerthorn purt of Idaho, and
brought details of a battle that resulted
in the complete obliteration of a gang
of horse-thieve- s, who had stolen scvcreJ
hundred head of horses, which the;
had driven into British Columbia, and
thence Inte the eastern provinces ei
Canada or into the Atlantie states.

Early in August a large pobse went
out in search of the thieves, who had
returned te Sarnas, Prairie county, and
were operating with the utmost bold-
ness. The posse was absent about 0

fortnight Before the man-hunte- rs re-

turned there were rumors of a sangui-
nary battle between the thleves anc
their pursuers, and several country
newspapers, which had reliable infor-
mation, said that a decisive engagement
had been fought and that the rustier
had been defeatcd with considerable
less. The posse reached home, bearing
the marks of a hard campaign.

Seme of the men bore wounds of
peculiar character, but they did net
have much te say concerning their trip,
nnd no one CJV ened them. How-
ever, they seemed perfectly satisfied
with the result of the expedition. Mar-
vin, who is a substantial citizen and
trustworthy man, says that he witnessed
a battle near Deer Flat between rustles
and the posse en the afternoon of Au-
gust 12. The thieves hed unsaddled
their horses at a spring at the
head of a shallow basin about a quar-
ter of a mile in diameter. They num-
bered eight, were well mounted and
heavily armed, and had with them
about a dozen fine horses, which they
had stolen from various farmers. The
rustlers were cooking their dinners
when a posse came up and surprised
them. Finding themselves surrounded,
the thieves shot five or six of the stolen
horses and intrenched between the
breastworks of quivering flesh they
made a stubborn resistance. The bullets
of the posse seen ended the existence of
the saddle animals of the rustlers and
wounded some of the thieves, but the
fact that they had been deprived of all
hope of escape only made them fight
mere desperately.

The sheeting was all at long range,
nnd after an hour's battle no fatalities,
save te the horses, had resulted The
pesso then drew off and held a consulta-
tion, after which a majority of the pur-
suers ranged themselves in a long line
about half a mile te the leeward of the
thieves. Then the few men left en the
windward side Bet the prairie grass
afire. The hunted men started for
a distant gulch in an attempt te
escape the double danger that threat-
ened them. Three of their num-
ber were wounded, and these of the
ether rustlers were heartlessly left te
miserably perish. One of the disabled
men tried te crawl te a place of safety,
but the flames overtook him and he died
in great agony, with screams and curses
Issuing from his lips. The uninjured
rustlers who hed dropped everything
except their rifles ran toward a ra-
vine, firing as they went but they
were shot down before they had
gene a thousand yards. The prairie
fire did net destroy the wounded rust-
lers at the spring, though it singed off
their hair, beards and eyebrows and
burned their faces and hands very bad-
ly. They begged piteously te be al-

lowed te die in peace, but they, together
with the bodies of their six dead com-
panions, were strung te the limbs of a
big tree and allowed te remain there te
become the prey of buzzards.
