Chicago, July IS. The World's fail
Is te be closed en Sunday, and nftei
July 10, it will net be open te the pub-
lic en the first day of the week, The
admissions of next Sunday have al-
ready been danated for the; relief of the
fnmilUa of tike firemen who lest their
lives In the recent Are en the grounds,
and but for this fact the fair would
probably Juive been closed next Sun-
day, July 10.

Tlie vote of the loceJ directory re-
scinding its former action, was over-
whelmingly In favor of closing, It
standing 24 te 4. When the meeting of
the beard of directors was called lata
Friday afternoon an address advocat-
ing Sunday closing signed by all the
leading Chicago clergyman was read.
The close of the address was the signal
for a 6erics of speeches, all of tbem In
favor of closing the fair. Vlc Presi-
dent Peck, who presided In the absence
of President Hlglnbetham, then read
the following resolutions, which wera
nt once adopted, and the directors ad-
journed, apparently well pleased with
themselves and their work.
