The command of the expedition has
been turned over to Mr. Henry . Ly
ant, the recording secretury of the geo
graphical elub.

The party will leave New York about
June 24 for St. Johus  From that port
they will sail north on or about July 4.
The first stop will be mude at God-
haven, on Disco islund. Continuing
north, Melville bay will be erossed and
& brief visit will be made to the settle.
ment of primitive Eskimos, near Cape
York. Then a direct run will be made
1o the Peary headquarters at Bowdoln
bay, in Inglefield gulf, in lutitude 7%
deg. 43 min., which point it I8 hoped
will be reached by July 26.

Ligut. P'eary and tho members of his
inland party will not return from their
long sledge journey to the north until
Avgust; but it is deemed advisable to
sequaint the members of the purty nt
Anniversary Lodge, in Uowdoin bay,
of the presence of the Falcon, and at
the same time deliver the mall and gain
assurance of the safety of ull hunds

If the conditions are favorable, the
plans of the auxilinry expedition con-
template an examination of the Baflin
bay shore of Ellesiwere land, with a
view to looking for records of the two
{ll-fated Swedish naturalists, Bjorling
and Kallstenins, whose schooner was
wrecked on the Carey islands in the
summer of 1502, and who left a mes-
suge on these islands, which was re-
covered by a Scoteh whaler in October
of last year, sauying thut they proposed
to seek refuge among the Eskimos of
Ellesmere land. <

The suxillary party will not exceed
seven in number, It is known that
Dr. Axel Ohlin, a Swedish sclontifle
man; deputed by the fricnds of Bjorling
and Kallstenius in Sweden to purticl-
pate in the search for the young ade
venturers, will be a member of the
party.

Many who have been sparcd by the
pest have died from erysipelas on ae-
count of the draughts The Wlth
which makes the pesthouse unbearable
has destroyed the eyesight of others
who recovered In spite of the trest-
ment they received at the pesthouse.
There are over three hundred victims
in the hospital now, all in danger of
death, yet there is no resident physi-
cian, and when I was there, only ten
sisters to do everything. There mest
be plenty of room and the best of halp
ut once, or the pest will get beyond
control and remain indefinitely.”
