Senater Lindsay Makes an Ad-

dress in Faver of It.

FnANKFOiiT, Ky., June 14. Senater
Lindsay made his opening address
en the currency question here
Thursday night. Fer nn hour and a
half he spoke with great enrnestness,
coming out flatly for n geld standard.

There was a crowded house te greet
the junior senator and he was enthusi-
astically received. His
were loudly cheered. It was a great
meeting for sound currency, special
trains bringing in hundreds of people
from a distance. Senater Klnckburn's
friends announce lie will be en hand
Friday night te reply te Lindsay's
speech, and a roaster is expected.

Senater Lindsay dealt generally with
the question at first, but lie seen
brought forth the facts and figures te
prove.his assertions. In the course of

. his speech he said:
"The discontinuance of silver coin-

age by the world at large in the years
between 1870 and 1874 may or may net
have been a crime, but if it was owners
and miners of bullion alone of all
America made immediate profit out of
the change. Whoever else may have
been deceived the silver miners of 1873

were net, and if it be true that the
country at large was defrauded the
miners of and dealers in silver bullion
of that day were the direct beneficiar-
ies of the fraud."

"Can it be possible," asked the speak-
er, "that Senater Jenes nnd these who
fellow him believe seriously that the
mints of the United States can raise
the value of all the silver in the world
nearly 100 per cent.? But if it can b
done, and wc should succeed in doing
it, the 423.000.000 of legal tender silver
dollars new in circulation in the Unit-
ed Stated, nnd owned by the people of
the United States, would net have a
single cent added te tiieir practical
money value.

"If by some magical influence of an
act of congress the mercantile value
silver can be increased from sixty-seve- n

cents te $1. SI) per ounce, then we
may double the value of thousands of
millions of silver held in India, Mexico
and ether countries. Ne American
would share in the benefits of this
miraculous increase in the mercantile
value of silver except mine owners and
speculators."

He then launched into a review of
the country's finnneial history before
1872. Continuing, he said:

"That which was true in 1872 is true
te-da- y, and if we shall new. after
abandoning' free coinage of silver for
twenty-thre- e years, determine te re-

sume our nucient policy, wc can suc-

cessfully de se only by inquiring into
the market price of geld and silver in
the countries with which we are te be
principally connected in commerce,
and treat the proportions between the
two metals as a mercantile problem.

"Silver was demonetized by the joint
action of the world, and nothing short
of the joint action of the business
world can restore it te its former
Btate."

Senater Lindsay in the course of his
speech paid Secretary Carlisle a hand-sem- o

compliment, which was loudly
cheered.

NICARAGUA.

Germany Files a Demand for an
Enormous Amount.

The Claim is an Old One and Payment
Will Be Enforced.

A German Citizen Discovers Keveral Itlch
Geld Mines nnd Obtains Titles te the

Lands The Oerrrnmcnt Afterward
Takes the llest l'reperty Away.

Managua, Nicaragua, June 14. The
republic of Nicaragua is confronted
with two situations, one of which may
prove her complete financial undoing;
the ether threatens her international
peace. It is new reluctantly admitted
that Germany has filed a demand in
the Schultz case for an enormous
amount, nnd will enforce payment
The claim is an old one. It dates back
te 1869, when Frederick Schultz, a Ger-

man citizen, discovered k number of
geld mines nenr Princlpulka. He ob-

tained titles te the lands from the in-

spector general of the Atlantic coast,
Manuel Terjes. Afterward the govern-
ment cut down his claims and took the
best part of the property away. The
claimant appealed te the German gov-
ernment. Every opportunity was af-

forded Nicaragua te make an amicable
settlement, and after four months' en-

deavor te secure even an acknowledge-
ment of correspondence the claim was
formally llUd.

There appears te be but little doubt
that a war between Nicaragua and
Cesta Hlca is a question of a few
months, perhaps weeks. The Cesta
Ricans ure anxious for a conflict.
President Iglesias is massing a body
of men a few miles from Grcytewn.
Nicaragua's intentions are shown in
the shipping of arms from ull parts of
the country te the capital. Conscrip-
tion has been going en for three or four
days, and Nicaragtians of all shades
are being pressed into service. Hos-

tilities arc likely te begin at auy mo-

ment. The trouble is ever the bound-
ary question.

The night after the British warshsps
withdrew from Corinto a mob of
drunken soldiers surrounded the con-

sul's residence unci pelted the doers
und windows with rocks, nil the while
hurling the most obscene epithets
against the occupants of tile house.
