CHINESE BEHEADED.
The Mm Who CnuHiwl the Attack Upen

Christian at Kucheiig llme Hren I'ut te'Death.
Londen, Aug. C7. A dispatch te the

Pall Mall Oaette from Shanghai says
udvices have been received there from
Cheng that the viceroy hits already
caused the execution of four of the
leaders of the attack recently made by
natives upon the Christian mission at
Kucheng.

In the heuso of commons Mr. Geerge
X. Ciirzen, under fureign becretary,
bald tout the ropert that the troops
sent te escort the llrlthh consul te
Kucheng had plundered the Christian
mission at that place wai net con-

firmed by the consul himself. The
foreign office, he said, had heard noth-
ing In regard te any misconduct en the
part of the escort.

The government. hevever upon
learning that the Chinese authorities
at Kucheng objected te the presence
of the Hrttihh consul at the inquiry
into the outrages, had sent a pretest
te the l'ekin government, which had
immediately telegraphed orders that
the consul should receive every possi-
ble facility te enable lntn te watch the
examinations.

KENTUCKY LYNCHING.
A Colored Mnn, Chur; ;cl With .Murder,

Tuli en I'rem the Jull lit Springfield nnd
Hanged.
Sl'RlXGFlKLl), Kv., Aug. 27. Shortly

nfter 2 o'clock Monday morning a mob
composed of about n dozen men took
Harrison Lewis, the Negro who mur-
dered Jee liroeks, also colored, last
Friday night, from the jail here and
hanged him te a tree in the courthouse
yard.

When the mob reached the jail they
called for Jailer Smith, but his wife in-

formed thr m that he was net at home
nnd that he had the keys te the jail
with him. Thisdid netdauntthe mob,
however. Going te a blacksmith shop
near by, they procured some sledge
hammers, and after three hours' work
succeeded in battering down the jail
doer. Lewis was found crouching in
his cell, nnd begged piteously for his
life, but the leader ordered the men, te
make quick work of him He was
quickly seized, and after plncinga rope
around his neck, was dragged te the
nearest tree nnd strung up without
further ceremony.

.The mob did its work in a quiet, or-

derly way. and seemed te be thorough-
ly organized. It is the opinion of many
that it was composed of colored men.
After completing their work the mob
quietij dispersed.

The murder was a dastardly one, and
the Negroes have been greatly worked
up since its occurrence. Friday night
Lewis went te liroeks' house, and? call-
ing him to the doer, shot him down en
his own threshold without any warn-
ing.

Harrison Lewis, the man that was
lynched, was a brother of Matthew
Lewis, who narrowly escaped lynching
here about two weeks age for an as-

sault upon Mrs. Murray Shields, nnd
who wns taken te Louisville for safe
keeping.

Amrrlcnn Killed by Ynqul Indian.

Urcs, state of Sonern, Mex., says that
Frank Welch, an American life in-

surance agent who left Ures ten days
age en en overland trip te Culiacan,
was killed southwest of there by a
band of Yaqul Indians. Mr. Welch
was accompanied by an escort of the
rural guard, one of whom wns nlse
killed. The Indians fired upon the
party from ambush, and evaded pur-
suit by escaping into the mountains.
