First Annual Meeting of the Deep
Waterways Convention.

Gen. Edward ©, O0'Nrien, of New York, Se
lected ns Temporary Chalrman—Nayor
MoKilson Delivers an Address of
Welvomea—Others Respond

CLEVELAND, O, Eept 25.—The first
annual convention of the Internntional
Desp Waterways associntion was
opened at 3 o'clock Tuesday nfternocon.
Gen. Edward C. O'Brien, of New York,
president of the New York Dock com-
mission and ex-commissioner of navi-
gation of the United States was se-
leeted temporary chalrmuan,

He said: *'I thank you most heartily
for the great honor yon huve done me
in making me temporary chusirman of
such a convention ns this, and I con-
grafulate you on its suspicicus open-
ing, and bright promises of results
great and fur reaching for good for

our fellow men. 1 consider this
to be one of the most
important publie gatheriogs ever

assembled in this country, certainly
the most important of the past 23
years. Firstly, because of the nature
of the questions we are here to consid-
er, and secondly, because of Its cosmo-
politan character, snd the presence of
s0 many men representative of the
great forces engaged in the commer-
eini, industrial snd legislative history
of North Americs; men eminent for
learning, professional and executive
ability and the trust and esteem of

the commonities of which they
are accredited representativen |
am here becsune 1 belleve as

you do, that an adequate watorway
uniting these great Inkes with the sea
will, more than any other one thing,
bring increased prosperity to our peo-
ple, and because you, who have given
so much study to this question, by
your deliberations will bring Into re-
liaf its transcendent influence for good
nnd dissipate the elouds of doubt as to
Ita feanibillty, Your commerce snd
transportation on these great lakes and
in their tributary basins have reached
that stage in their Jdevelopment when
it becomes absolutely necessary for you
to get relief from the congestion and
bring your surplus products to the sen-
board cheaper than ean be done by ex-
isting means. What is 50 necessary to
the people in the heart of the conth
pent will prove to be searcely less im.
portant o us on the seabonrd, and 1
have no hesitancy in sayving that when
you have carefully sifted the matier
and formulated your desires in & fully
matured plun which cun meet and in
its own completeness and sutticienoy
refute the critielsm of those who do
not now believe in lts feasibility an
adequate waterway to the seaboard
will be bodle.*

Mayor R E. MeKisson, on behalf
of the city of Cleveland, delivered an
address of welcome, He spoke of the
importance of the deep waterway
movement and of & water connection
between the lakes and Atlavtic sea-
board. Internntional President Oliver
A. Howlund responded to the mayor's
address in behalf of the association.
His remarks were brief, as he was on
the program to deliver his annual ad-
dress in the evening.

E. V. Smalley, president of the St
Paul chumber of commerce and pub-
lisher of the Northwest Muagazine, re-
sponded 1o the mayor's nddress on be-
hulf of the Amerlenn delegates. He
said: “Cleveland bas bLeen demon-
strated to be the most convenient
point where the ores of Minnesota,
Wisconsin and Michigan can meet the
conls of Uhio.
