Lexinaron, Ky., Feb 1% —The fac-
ulty of the Kentueky State college has
adopted a resolution pronibiling any
professor of that ipstitution from
actively participating in polities
in the future, and besides,
preventing any member of the
faculty being in any way io-
terested in any contract with the
oity. This resolution is the result of
the active parts taken by two or three
of the faculty during a Iate congres-
sional race and the engagement by the
eity of Prof. Anderson, of the mechan-
feal department of that institution, to
draw up plans for lighting the eity
with electricity. and also the specifica-
tions for bids on the same.

LAY IN AMBUSH.

Two Men Awalt Their Vietim—One Was
Killed and the Other Wounnded,

JacksoN, Ky., Feb. 19 —Cuarry Hol-
ly, s furm laborer, Tuesday morning
shot and killed James Combs and bad-
ly wounded Nick Combs on Old Duck
creek, in DBreathitt county. It is said
that the two Combses were lving in
wait by the roadside at the time ready
to kill Holly when he passed along,
because he had shot Hiram Combs, a
brother of James, through the shoul-
der.

Both men opened fire on Holly as
soon as he was near enough, Holly
returned the fire with a Winchester
rifle. It is believed Nick Combs will
die from the wound he received. Holly
has not been arrested, though it ia
said he is at his home and ready to
give himself If up.

Society Gains Permission

From the Turkish Government to

Distribute Relief to Armenians,

Ministar Terrell Presents the Lady at the
sublime PFPorta—She Reacelved Assur-
ances of Foll Protection and Ald
in Dispensing Charity.

Wasminaron, Feb 10 —A eible dise
pateh received at the state depariment

Tuesday afternoon from Mr. Alex W. |

Terrell, United States minister to Tur
key, dated at Para, the European quar-
ter of Constantinople, contaibed the
intelligence that the efforts of
Miss Clara  Barton, president
of the American National Red
Cross society to obtain  the
permission of the Turkish government
to distribute rvelief to the suffering
Armenisns had been successful. The
decision of the sublime porte not to al-
low relief measures to be extended by
the Red Cross sdelety or by its officers
made it doubtful whether Miss Barton

and her party would succeed
in their object It  appears
from Mr. Terrell's dispateh that

Miss Barton had been presented by |

the minister at the porte and had re-
ceived renewed assurances of full pro-
tection and aid for her agents in dis-
pensing charity. Her assistants, says
Mr. Terrell, go at once to the interior,
Miss Barton's headquarters will be at
Para. The dispateh ends with these
words:

*“The door is thus opened wide for
charity.”

THE NEGOTIATIONS

In Progresas Dotween the United States and
Great Hritain Over the Venerxuelan Dis-
puie *atisfactory.

Loxpon, Feb. 10.—The Daily News
Wednesday says that the negotiations
now in progress between the United
states and Great Hritain over the
Venezvela dispute will result satis-
factorily to both sides The paper
gives lines on which the negotiations
ure proceeding. They ure virtually
identical with the soggestions made
by Mr. Q. W, dmalley, the American
correspondent of the Times for the ap-
pointwent of a joint commission. The
News adds that the commission will
serve rather as a board of conciliation
than as an arbitration board, It is un-
derstood that before agrecing to the
scheme, which as a last resort would
mvolve arbitration, Lord Salisbury
would require an sgreement regarding
the settled distriets

The News remarks that the United
Stat es secm L0 assume & quasi suze-
riuinty over Venezueia, which is a dis-
tinet advantage to Great Britain. It
coneludes that a settlement on the
foregoing lines would be honorable to
both countries and would be heartily
applauded by all parties here.

DISPOSED OF.

The Agricultural Appropriation Hill Passes
the House— Lilstribution of -eada.

Wasminsron, Feb. 19 —The house
Tuesday, after three days' considera-
tion of the agricultural appropriation
bill finally dsposed of it. Amend.
ments incorporated in the bill make it
mandatory upou the secretary to pur-
chase and distribute seed, as ha

been the custom prior to the
suspension of the practice last
year without relerence to

the requirements of the statute that
they shall be *‘rare and uncommon"
as that phrase was construed by Sec-
tary Morton; the appropriation for
seed was increased from $130,000 to
§150,000, and the seed division, abol-
ished by SBecretary Morton last yvear,
was rehabilitated with a full quota of
clerks, to ennble the secretary to exe-
cute the law.

GLASS WORKERS COMBINE,

One of the Most Powerful Teades Organ-
Izations In the United “tates.

Prrissunen, Feb 19— The heads of
the three glass working trades organi-
zatlons, the Flint, the Window (ilass
and the Green Glass associations, com-
pleted a system of co-operation for de-
fense, which involves 75,000 workers,
and will make the federation the most
powerful trades combination in the
United States. It is to all purposes o
union of the three great branches of
wlass workers without destroying their
ideutity. and if the scheme is ratitied
by popular vote. which is expected, the
plan will be put into operation imme-
diarely. To carry on the work of ex-
tending unionism. & special fund will
be raised by a small per enpitn tnx,
whieh will amount to ubout 250,000

peryear.
