Prohibitionists Meet at Pitts-

burgh te Neminato a Ticket.

The Meney Question Starts a Pretty
Goed Sized Rew Among Delegates.

Hen. Ai A. Stevens Elected Temporary
Chairman Mr. A. Wilsen, of Chicago,

Temporary Sccrctnry A, Larce
Number nf Delegates Present.

CoirvrimeN Hall, PirTsnnnen, May 28.

The seventn national convention of the prohi-
bition party was called te erdor In this elty
Wednesday morning In Exposition hall. Tnere
was a large attendance. --.

Mr H. L. Castle, chairman et the commlttee
en recoptlen, In his address of welcome, said
he weloemcd the convention "as the repre-
sentatives of an nrmy et 300,000 of the most
loyal and s.ng.e-he&rte- d patriots, and of

asleoted, consecrated women as ever
gathered under any banner or made war
against any enemy."

Samuel Dickie, et Michigan, chairman of the
national committee, responded te the nddrcas
of wolcemo.

Ittgbt at the opening of formal proceedings,
whoa Mr. Dickie, the chairman of the national
convention, presented the nnme of A. A. Ste-
vens, of Tyrene, Pa., as temporary chairman,
the free silver faction broke out.

Chauncey W. Dunn, of California, rose te a
point et order and asked Mr Dickie te rule
upon It. He odercd as a substitute a minority
report, substituting the name of Edward J.
Wheeler as temporary chairman In place et
Mr. Stevens.

Mr. Dlokle ruled the motion out of order and
ordered Mr. Dunn te take bis scat Mr. Dunn
refused te de se for semo tlme and a sccne of
uproar ensued. Mr. Dunn appealed from the
decision et the chair, and Mr. Dickie refused
te entertain the appeal

Mr. Stevens In the menntlme bad cemo for-
ward, but bad been met by such persistent
cries for "Dlckle" that he gate way. Mr.
Dlckle asked of Mr. Dunn whether It
he ruled en the point of order this uproar
would suslde. Mr. Dunn replied that It was
net an uproar, but simply a demand for thelr
rights Mr Dickie repeated bis ruling that
the minority report which was signed by v.

St. Jehn and ethers was out of order, and
again refused te entertain an appeal from this
decision, u hereupon Mr Dunn declared that
all parliamentary precedent bad been violated,
and Mr St. Jehn took up the discussion with
no better result.

He was followed by Mr. Woedbcy, a colored
delegate from Nebraska, and confusion con-

tinued.. Chairman Mecns ordercd him te be
seated. Mr. Woedtcr nmwercd: "I shall net
de It " "Then," said Mr Mevcns, "I shall
erdor you te be removed from the convention "

Mr. Woedbcy accentuated bis rebellion bv
standing en hU chair and shouting at the top
et bis voice, and Mr. Whlrtcn, of Indiana,
come te the rescue of the chair by asserting
that Mr. Woedboy was net even yet entitled
te the fleer as a delegate.

Then the band was called upon te drown tbe
uproar and te give the chairman time te re-
cover his wind and bis composure, both being
considerably disturbed. Meanwhile, half the
convention was walking the fleer and a squad
et policemen was ushered Inte the ball te keep
erdor.

Mr. Wheeler, of New Yerk, the gentleman
named in the minority report as temporary
chairman, rose and for the sake of harmony
withdrew his name, although protesting
against what he called an arbitrary and unjust
rule.

Then at last Temporary Chairman Stevens
was permitted te deliver his opening address.
He gave an interesting historical sketch of
the reign of the party, and claimed for Pitts-
burgh the credit of having originated In June
of that same year the counter movement
which bad crystallized Inte the prohibition
party.

Mr. Stevens centinued: "If my prognostica-
tions of the politics of our country during this
year be correct, each party will have Its own
lssu te maintain without entering Inte an-
tagonisms that have existed in the past in
political contests It Is, thcrefore. Impor-
tant that we should make no mistakes.
Avoid extremes in contending for ques-
tions that the prohibition party was never
born te settle se long as the drink traffic re-

mains legalized by the government. On this
question we arc agreed. We should avoid
anything that will divide our ranks, divert our
minds from the great purpose for which we
are organized and cause u halt In tbe advance
we have-- been and are making for political
power and control."

Cemplote order was maintained during
Chairman Stevens' nldress. Mr. A. Wilten,
et Chicago, who bad been selected as tempo-
rary secretary, called the roll of states and
the committee en credentials was named At
W:30 the convention took a recess until 3 p,ra,
and the various committees proceeded te or-
ganize.

Dr. J. D. Cranflll, et Texas, elected chair-
man of the committee en platform, which
is a victory for the narrow gauge clement of
the party. Mrs. Helen M. Oeuger has been
elected chairman of the committee en perma-
nent organization.

The committee en credentials ropertedBOl
delegates present. A resolution pledging the
convention net te abate Its relentless war en
the llaensed rum power, was ordered tele-
graphed te various religious bodies new In
conference, also te congress, and te Miss
Prances Wlllard and Lady Somerset, In Eng-

land.
Mrs. Cougar, chairman of the committee en

permanent organization reported the name of
Oliver W. Stewart, of Illinois, (one of the
bread gauge faotlen) as permanent chairman.

Mr. Fergusen, of New Yerk, presented a
minority report en behalf of the narrow gauge
men reccemmendtng the contlnuance of Mr.
A. A. Stevens In tbe chair as the permanent
chairman.

A tangle ever a point of erdor threw the con-
vention Inte a scene of confusion, which lasted
mere than halt an hour.
