The Filibuster Steamer Commo-
dore Sunk Off St. Augustine,

Ten Americans and Six Cubans Wers
~ Either Killed or Drowned.

Thae Ship, It is Alleged, Waas Beattied and

. the Fumps Deranged by a Traltor—The
Commodors Was Loaded With Arms
. and Ammanition for Cubans.

| B Avausmse, Fla, Jan. 4 —The fil-
‘ibustering steamer Commodore, which
'left Jacksonville, Fla., Friday even-
ing, was sunk off New Smyrna bar st
'8:30 o’clock Saturday morning, carrying
its precious cargo of arms, cte., for the
Cuban army to the bottom, 20 fathoms
deep.

The consignment ¢onsisted of 208,000
eartridges, 1,000 pounds giant powder,
40 bundles of rifles, 2 electric batterivs,
300 machotes, 14 cases of drugs, 4 bun-
dlen of slothes, valued at §44,485. Not
an article was saved.

JacusonviLig, Fla, Jan. 4.—All of
the crew of the Commodore were not
saved as reported Saturday night,
Twelve are in Jacksonville, three alive
and vne dead at Daytona. Four are
reported to have arrived near Armound,
but the report has not been counfirmed,
and eight are nt sen on » life raft

Capt. Murphy, Stephen Crane, the
novelist, C. B. Montgomery, the cook,
and Wm. Higgins, & stoker, landed st
Daytona Sunday morning. Their boat
was turned over io the surl, and Hig-
gins received a wound which caused
his desth soon after getting ashore,
The party on the raft are all Cubans.
They left the boat before Capt. Mur-
phy’s party and nothing more has been

of them,

. M. Barrs requested the collector
of customs to secure permission for
the Three Friends to go the rescue of
the Commodore immediately upon re-
ceipt of the wreck Saturday. The
collector telegraphed to Secretary Car-
lisle at once, but no reply was received
until Sunday afterncon. Pormission
was granted, and the Three Friends
left Sonday night. The beach s
being patrolled from St Augustine
to New Swmyrna. It i re-
ported that . there was treachery
aboard the Commodore but no details
can bo learned. The party landed at
Daytons can not get to this clty until
Monday as there are no Sunday trains
on the East Coast railroad.

The following was received from
Daytons at 11 o'clock Sunday night:
About ten o'clock Friday night a sus-
picious leak was discovered in the fire
room and Capt. Murphy immediately
started the ‘pumps which undoubtedly
bad been tampered with, as they were
in sworking order when Capt. Mur-

phy and Chief Engineer Redigan
left walch at eight o'clock.
The fires wers extinguished and

the boat came to a standstill about 13
miles from Mosquito Light. Capt
Murphy took full charge of the hand-
ling of the ship while the first mate
superintended the lavnching of the
boats. The Cubans took possession of
the big boatand loaded it with bag-
gago so that only 12 men left the tug
in it. They reached shore at 4 o'clock
Satorday and left for Jucksonville. The
second boat was occupied by six Cu-
bans,and the empty boat washed ashore
st Port Orange Saturday night. The
third boat to leave the craft's side was
filled with Americans, leaving a ten-
foot dingy for Capt. Murphy's use,
who refused to quit the ship until all
were saved. C. 1. Montgomery, the
steward, Stephen Crane and Wm. Hig-
gins remained with the captain and
with him launched the dingy and stood
by the tug until 7 o'clock, when she
sank The mate's boat, contalning
nine Americans, was smashed, and
the mate, two engineers, six fire-
men and seilors were Jushed
to & raft which Capt. Murphy
attempted to tow ashore two miles
away, but the terrible sea and the
northeast gale swept them awsy, The
dingy occupled by the captain and com-
panions was 27 hours at ses, Montgom-
ery and Crane holding Capt. Murphy's
overcont as & sall, uotil the beach was
sighted. Iigh sesas were breaking a
half a mile from shore. Montgomery,
Crane snd Murphy were washed to the
beach, where citizens provided them
with medieal attendance. Higgins
was killed at the overturning of the
boat, which made ten Americans and
six Cubans lost. There is no doubt
that a traitor did the work of-souttling
and then tampered with the pumps, as
they were working perfectly at 8
o'clock.

Of Business in Congress First
Week of the New Year,

In the House the Loud Bill to Amend
the Postal Laws

Wil Be Dispossd of —After That the Fa-
eifie Raliromd Fuanding Bil—In the
Bennte Qur Forelgn Helatlons and
Olney's Position Will Come Up,

Wasnmixoron, Jon. 4 —Just before
the holiday recess the house of repre-
sentatives, upon the recommendation
of the committee on rules, arranged
the business of the house for the first
weok in the new year.

On Tuesday and Wednesday the
Loud bill to amend the postal laws so
as to prohibit the transmission in the
matl of gerinl novel publications and
“sample” copies of newpapers st the
second class rate, will be the spe-
elnl order, Diseussion  under
the general rule will continue
from immediately after the rending
of the journal on Tuesday, the 5th
inst., until 2 p. m. on Wednesday, and
under the five-minute rule npon pro-
posed amendments until 4 o'clock, when
voting will begin upon pending amend-
ments and the final passage of the bill
When the bill was called up rather un-
expectedly severnl woeks ngo it devel-
oped surprising strength, but since
then the opposition has been netive,
and the chavcesof its passage nre now
considered rather doubtful

After this bill has been disposed of,
the rest of the week—Thursday, Fri-
day and Saturday—will be devoted to
the considesation of the Pacific rail-
rosd funding bill reported by Judge
Powers, chalrman of the committee on
Pacific railroads. Two days will be
given to general discussion and one
day to debate and nction in commitiee
of whole npon proposed amendments.
I'he bill will be reported to the house
at § o'clock Saturday and the vots on

fts  pussage taken on Monday,
the 11th inst., immediately af.
ter the roading of the Jour-
nal. The debate on this measure will

doubtless be interesting owing to the
opposition which exists among mem-
bers of the house to the netion of the
majority of the committee. The bill
proposes to exatend the government

mendations of the committee, the
former recommending that the bill be
drawn by Attorney-General Harmon
and introduced by Senators Drice and
Morgan to enfores the government
liens upon the property by procecdings
in the court of appeals of the
District of Columbia, nand the
Intter that the debts of the companies
be extended at three por cont. Wstead
of two, securad by a first mortgage up
on all their properties They will prob

By the terms of the order s making
these mensures the specinl business,
consideration of any other watter is
shut out, and it will take unanimous
consenttoneton anything else until the
orders have boen exhausted. The only
exception is that on Friday night pri-
vate pension bills will be discussed for

When the senate meels Tueaday
morning it & quite likely that the de-
bate on matters pertaining to our for-
elgn relations and the position assumed
by Secretary Olney for the execcutive,
will at once begin to take shape,
Whether Mr. Cameron will eall up the
