The

'BRAMELWILLCAS

Court of Appeals Sustains the
Mason Circnit Court.

MANY LAWYERS IN THE CASE.

There bad been few cases in the Mason
Circuit Courtin recent years more warmly
contested than the suit to set aside the
will of the late John Bramel.

After two Jong aud tedious trials before
Judge Harbeson the last Jury sustained
the will, whereupon contestants carried
their case to the Court of Appeals, which
has just handed down a decision afirm-
ing the judgment of the Muason Circuit
Court.

The opinion fa by Judge DuRelle, ns
follows:

First—The testator having by his will
disposed of his propertly in an apparently
rational mannper for the benefit of those
with whom he had lived the greater parl
of his life, who had cared for him in bis
declining years and with whom his rela-
tions were necessarily closer and more in-
timate than with any one else, a verdict
of a Jury susiaining the will should pot
be disturbed unless manifestly against the
evidence. It appearing that the will was
fteelf a rational one; that under the cir-
cumstances there seems to have been no
undue influence exerted over the testator
and that the fact of bis testamentary
capacity wag supported by disinterested
witnesses, the verdict cannot be said to be
against the evidence

Second—Although an instruction that
“if the Jury believe from all the evidence
that the instrument of writing read in evi-
dence was subscribed by John Bramel in
the presence of twe credible witnesses,
who subscribed it with their names in his
presence, and that eaid John Bramel, st
that time, was of sound miod, they
will find said instrument to be his will”
{s objectionable on the ground that it put
to the Jury the question of whetber the
paper was properly executed, which is a
question for the Court, it was not preju-
dicial to the rights of the appellants, for
the Jury found that it was so subscribed,
which conclusion the Court must have
resched ws & matter of law.

Third—The submission to the Jury by
the Instruction the question of the credi-
bility of the attesting witnesses, although
erroneous, was not prejudicial to the ap-
peliants,

Fourth—The fact that one instruction
told the Jury to tind for the propounders
of the will if they believed from the evi-
dence that the testator was of sound mind,
while another told them to ind against the
propounders if they believed the testator
was unduly influenced, was not mislending
to the Jury,since the instructions are to be
considered us & whole sod the omissions
in one may be supplied by reference to an-
other.

Fiftu—The instruction that “if the Jury
belleve from all the evidence that said
instrument of writing is consistent in Its
provisions and ratiooal on (s Iace, the
presumption is that said John Bramel was
of sound mind at the time of its execution,
and the burden shifts to conlestants to
gshow that he was pot of sound mind at
that time,"” was not reversible error un-
der the established rule in this state us to
the shifting of the burden of proof.

Sixth—An ol jection to an instruction
as misleading because s stalement of
mere abstract proposition upon the sub-
ject of testamentary capacity cannot be
sustained where the lnstruction proceeded
to give s correct definition of the capacity
required to render & man mentally com-
petent to make a will according to the de-
cislons of this Court.

seventh—The instruction which stated
that the capacity required to render n man
competent to make a will was “'to know
his property and the natural objects of
bounty and his duties to them' was not
objectionable ws stating by implication
that the testator owed duties to the de
visces named in the paper.

Eighth—The words “‘settled purpose of
his own'' as used in the instruction are
not materially different in meaning from
the approved language ‘“‘fixed purpose of
his own."'

Ninth—The objection urged to the re-
fusal of the Court to permitl sppellants to
prove by appellee that on & former trial &
deviaee testifled to & certain conversation
between thie appellec and the testator cun-
mot be sustained, since it 18 oot an ad-
mission aguinst the devisce.
