In Thessaly the whole popu-
lation is being armed and made ready.
Next week thousands will start for the
frontier from provinces long famous
for the fine quality of their fighting
men.

"Christian women, de net share the
responsibility of your diplomats.
Arouse in the hearts of your husbands
and sons mere Christian and mere
equitable sentiments. Unite and your
just pretest will reecho in the hearts
of the nations and the people. Prove
by your energy and Christian work
that the women, the true missionaries
of right, with the gospel of levo and
justice in their hearts, range them-
selves en the side of the wronged.

"LEVEE BROKE!"

Was the Dreadful Alarm Cry at
Shipland Landing, Miss.

A Mighty 'Rush and Rear of the Pon-

derous Terront of the River.

Many Fine Plantations with partial Creps,
Blunt New Share th Fate of the flmt

I'lacns Heretofore Havens fefLlve
bioek Will Hm Flooded.

Jacksen, Miss., April 22. The Green-vlll- e

correspondent of the Associated
Press wires Wednesday morning as
follews:

At u:30 o'clock Wednesday morning
the dreadful alarm cry of ''Lovee
broke" was repeated for the sixth time
in the Yazoo-Mississip- pi delta, when
the huge 18 feet levee at Shipland
Landing, Issaquena county, suddenly
crumbled away, letting in with a
mighty rush and rear the ponderous
torrent of the great river. Shipland is en
Premised Land plantation, about two
miles below Lake Providence, Louis-
iana. At the time of the break back
water from the upper crevasses was
already against the levae some ten or
twelve Inches deep and many high
places around were still uncovered,
llope was entertained that the worst
hnd passed and that the fearful flood
had spent Its fury In the wreck and ruin
already wrought. But It was net se.
Many fine plantations upon which
partial crops might have been made
must new Share the fate of the rest,
and in all of lower Issaquena, Sharkey
and Ynzoe counties, where there was
a feet of water before, there will be
three feet or mere. Places which
have heretofore been havens of refuge
for live stock and human beings
will new have te be abandon-
ed, and in a few short days
there will scarcely be a dry spot
in all the country south of
this break between the levees and the
Yazoo river. Whether there be lile
lest in the region immediately affected,
depends upon the question whether
the people are provided with beats. In
addition te the disastrous local conse-
quences of the break, it will also have
the effect of raising the water in the
Yazoo river, and keeping that stream
up at its mouth te such an extent as te
retard the outflow of flood water in
the upper delta country.
