The Chronicle's Athens correspond-
ent says that the Greeks have retreat.-a-d

from Mati.
Aocerding te the Times correspond-

ent at Athens the result of the fight-
ing, which was raging furiously at
Mati Wednesday, would decide the
fate of Larissa, and, if the Turks cap-
ture Mati, Tyrnave must falL

A telegram from Larissa, dated 6

o'clock Thursday evening, says that
10,000 Turks are engaged, and that
Crown Prince Constantine has arrived
en the scene of action The Greeks
are maintaining their positions.

All the dispatches from Athens ad-

mit that the situation is extremely
grave. Fighting appears te be going
en along the whole frontier line. It
Is rumored there that the king will
start for Larissa en Monday next.

The western division of the Greek
fleet has sailed from Leucas for the
coast of Eplrus, with the design of
fomenting a revolt among the Alban-
ians. It is said that Hafe Pasha will
resign the command of the Turkish
fleet If it is erdored te leave the
Dardanelles. He is said te have de-

clared the vessels "quite unfit for
jictive operations."

A dispatch te the Times from Canea
says that fighting is going en al-

most dally in the vicinity of Canea,
where there are 5, 000 insurgents, in-

cluding 500 cavalry, together with a
considerable body of Greek troops and
four heavy guns

The governor expresses fear lest
the insurgents may attack the town
en masse. The Turks there have no
field guns

eign legion, including 20 Englishmen,
under Capt. Ilirch, arrived here en
Tuesday.

The wounded are
arriving hourly and all the surgieal
operations must be porfermed without
chloroform, as there is none te be had.

IlKADQUAIlTERS OF THE TURKISH
Amiv, Milecna, Pass, Wednesday,
April 23. Very heavy fighting has
been In progress since dawn, the
Greeks have endeavored te take by
storm the Turkish position en the hill
opposite the entrance of the ravine.

HOLMAN DEAD.

Th Indiana Congressman Faiim Away
After a Lenqr Illnen.

Washington, April 23. William S.

Ilelraan, representative from the
Fourth Indiana district, died hore
Thursdav afternoon at 2:10 o'clock.

The life of Wlllinm S. Uelman
"Judge" Ilelman, as he was called
through the Fourth Indiana district,
which he served in congress almost all
his life was full of years and useful-
ness. He was born September 0, 1822,

In Daarbern county, Indiana, in which
he had his home all his life. After
getting the rudiments of an education
in the dibtrict schools he went te
Franklin college and studied for two
years.

Next he taught a oeuntry school te
support himself while he studied law.
lie was a judge from 1843 te 1840. He
was a prosecuting attorney from 1847

te 1840. In 1850 he was a member of
the constitutional convention of Indi-
ana. The next year he went te the
legislature. Frem 1858 te 1830 he was
a common pleas judge in his district.

Then his congressional service be-

gan. He was successively elected te
the Thirty-sixt- h, Thirty-sevent- Thirty-eig-

hth, Fortieth, Forty-firs- t, Forty-secon- d,

Forty-thir- d, Forty-fourt- Forty-sev-

enth, Forty-eight- h, Forty-nint- h,

Fiftieth, Fifty-firs- t, Fifty-secon- d and
Fifty-thir- d sessions of congress. He
was defeated in 1894 by a small major-
ity by James E. Watsen, a young at-

torney nt Itushvllle, Ind., whosucceed-e- d

in carrying Judge Helman's district
for the first time in years. Uelman
was oleeted last fall ever Mareus R.
'Sulzer, of MadUen, Ind. Uelman re-

ceived 3,604 votes against Sulzer's 93,-7C- 9.

Helman's political rivals expressed
only kindly feeling for him,, and it Is
said that the votes of republicans car-
ried the election for him mere than
once.

The remains, escertod by a delega-
tion of his colleagues in the house and
a committee from the senate, will be
sent te his late home near Aurera,
Ind., leaving this city at 3:45 p. m. Sat-
urday afternoon, via the Ualtlmere &

Riverside cemetery.

THE CREVASSE

In the Premised Land Nearly

Four Hundred Feet Wide.

Water Pouring Through in Terrants
Frem Six te Eight Feet Deep.

Deplorable Acoennti of the Condition In
th" Uegut Country Great Lest of

Malei and Cattle Upper Missis
slppl and, Mlseari Falling.

Jacksen, Miss., April, 23. A special
te the Associated Press from Groen-vlll- e,

Miss., says:
The latest news Thursday morning

from the Premisod Land break in Issa-
quena county estimates the orevasse
te be nearly 400 feet wide and pouring
through in heavy torrents, six or eight
feet deep. Back water is rising with
startling rapidity, the country belng
already overflowed.

A message from Baleshed, Mr. B.
Duncas' plantation, six miles above
the crevasse, says the backwater rose
one feet three Inches Wednesday night
and that all dry spots wero rapidly
disappearing. Great less of mules aud
cattle has already resulted, and it is
expected that human Ufe has already
been lest in the Steele bayou country,
where people believed themselves safe
from any furthqr rise.

Dr. L B. Toombs, of this eity, a
prominent physician and planter, made
a trip out in the Begue country 25
miles northeast of here Wednesday
and brings back deplorable accounts of
the condition there. He says that 600
Negroes, men, women and children,
are huddled together with starving
horses, mules, cows, pigs, poultry,
cats und dogs en a picce of
railroad grade. They are belng
looked after by no eno and have starva-
tion rations te keep thorn four or flve
days only. They have no tents and
their only shelter Is a patchwork of
rairs, stretched en pelos and walled in
,with cress ties. The grade is cut
through by the water above and below
them and they are literally surrounded
by an ocean of water.
