Immense Plle of Wreckage Left
Below the City.

Eighty~two Persons Are Missing,
Most of Them Being Negroes.

It Is Clsimed That Several Bodies Have
Fesn Sighted In the Debris st the
Hallroad Bridge—Many Thrilling
Incidents During the Flood

Guramie, O, T., April 30,—The re-
ceding flood has left an Immm‘rlu
of wreckage st the rallroad
six miles below the eity. Bearch fo"r
the dead was begun at that polnt
Thuraday evening, and when darkness
put a stop to the work the bodies of a
white man and a colored baby had
been recovered. It is claimed that
several other bodies have been mighted
in the debris there.

Ap attempt was made to poll the
residents of West Guthrie Thursday
sfternoon, but the count taken is not
considered ad all mcourate. It shows
52 persons missing, most of them be-
ing Negroea

There were theilling incidenta by the
score. John Nelson, s Negro, 90 years
old, cut a hols in the roof of his house
and pulled his family up, all floating
to safety. Henry Wilson, given up to
die of pneumonia, waded into the
water, saving four peopla He Is get-
ting well. Dr. Sargent floated 15 miles
on a kitchen roof. George Ruffin sav-
ed three children and was swept away
while trying to reach hismother. John

tz saved many and nearly perished.
o printers, who could not swim a
stroke, manned a raft to rescue peo-
ple, but were swept away and had to
be rescued. People were saved by fir-
ing rockets with lines to them, Thieves
attempted to loot houses all night, but
were driven away. Hundreds of men
are at work and building. Bridges go
up Friday. The Santa Fe has 500 men
working on tracks. Trains went north
Thursday, but it will be several days
yet before traflic opens south.

Gurnrig, Ok., April 30.—Daylight in
the Cottonwood valley found dozens of
people. still clinging to trees, over-
turned houses or timbers in positions
which they had sustained during the
weary night. Here and there positions
known to have been occupied when
darkness came on Wednesday night
were empty Thursday morning and
the only conclusion to be drawn
is that the Iluckless victims had
dropped into the river during the
night, drowned and their bodies swept
down stream. For miles along the
scene of devastation 9,000 people, home-
less, half ill from exposure and hun-
gry. passed a miserable night, and
morning found most of them too weak
to avail much assistance either to
themselves or others. During the
night the water had receded rupidly,
and the work of rescue was more
easy Thursdny morning. When dark-
neas stopped further rescue Wedgesday
evening every man unvailable went
busily to work to construct rafts for
use Thursday, and when the first light
of day broke small purties started out
from different points and began trans-
porting the people from their perilous
position to land. The water was not
s0 high or swift as Wednesday and the
rescuers made rapid progress. During
the night organized relief, under the
direction of Guthrie people, was
pushed as rapidly as possible and
renewed eofforts were put forth
Thursday morning. No more relia-
liable information of the dead or the
property damage than was given Wed-
nesday night counld be compiled Thurs-
day morning. Hourly bodies left on
land by the receding waters or found
pocketed in houses or piles of debris,
came to light. This within a few
miles of Guthrie. What the damage
to life and property further out in the
eountry will only be known when wire
and rallway train communleation, now
at o standstill, lg resumed.

WONDERFUL FLIGHT

Of Daylight Meteors Witnsssed by Frof.
Brooks, of the Smith Olmsrvatory.

GENEVA, N. Y., April 30,—Prof,
Brooks, director of the Smith observa-
tory, while taking daylight observa-
tions of Mercury Thursday afternoon,
between 8 and 4 o'clock, observed
through the large telescope a wonder-
ful flight of daylight meteors. They
were intensely white, many of them
having the nppearance of Vega or
some other bright star when seen
through a large telescope in day time.
The direction of motion was toward
the sun. During the passage of the
meteors, which lasted half an hour,
over one hundred were seen at times,
two or three meteors passing through
the telescopic fleld together,

He Will Mske a Personal Study of
the Military Faatures

WaABHINGTON, April 30, —~Gen. Miles
Thursday alternoon received the tor-
maluassont ol the president to his pro-
joid trip to Turikey and Greece. The
order reads:

*“The president grants you permis-
slon to proceed ns soon as prac-
ticable to the seat of war in the Le-
vant, and if authority therefor be
granted to you by the respsctive gov-
ernments concerned, to visit the Turk-
ish and Greck armies, or both, as iu
your judgment may be desirable. The
president further grants you suthor-
ity while in Europe to visit such other
countries as may in your opinion offer
the best opportunities for military ob-
servation, and at such times as you
may deem most expedient.”

Gen. Miles will be gone two or three
months, as in addition to making a
personal study of the military features
of the contest between the Turks and
(Greeks, he proposes to inspect the
military establishments of the prio-
cipal European powers—Uermany,
France and England, and possibly
Russia. The result of his observations
will be embodied in an offielal report
to the president.
