Unite in an Appeal to Turkey to
Grant Greece an Armistice,

It Is Reported That Turksy Will Re-
sent Any Intervention.

Turks Defeated With Heavy Loss

ATHEXS, Moy 1.—A telegram just re-
celved here says that a great battle
bas been fought at Velestino between
a Turkish force of 000 and Gen. Smo-
lenski's brigade. The dispatch states
that the Turks were repulsed with
snormous losses

Atrnexs, May 1.—The battle of Ve-
lestine raged fierchly from sunrise un-
til Friday morning.
