Nasuvitre, Tenn., June 25 —The
parade of the United Coniederate Vet~
erans ‘'nucsday, in whica more than
ten thousand veterans took part, wos
the largest in the history of the organ-
ization and one of the greatest ever
seen o this ¢ty. The regular and
special trains arriviog lo the morning
brought thousands of people from
cities sond towns in Teunessee and
other states, snd thousands more
cume to the gity in wagons and on
horseback from points in the country
around Nashville The streets were
densely crowded, and every available
place from which n view of the proces-
sion could be obtained was occupied
long betore the order w march was
given by Gen. W, H. Jackson, the chief
mwarshal. The parade was headed by a
detachment of police commanded by
Chief Clack. Then came tien. Jackson
and his staff. Gen. Mno. B. Gordon, the
commander-in-chief of the United Con-
federate Veterans, nod his staff, fol.
lowed close behind. Each division
was headed by the general in com.
mand, and the sponsors and maids of
honor rode in open carriages, which
were decorated with flags. There
were a number of bands in the parade,
and the nirs rendered by them were
followed by loud applause from the
spectators. The stars and stripes and
the confederate flng were conspicuous
in the long line that reached from the
Publie square to the Tennessee Cen-
tennial exposition gates.

The procession was composed of the
South Carolina, North Carolina, Mis-
sourl, Kentucky, Maryland, ladian
Territory, New York, District of Co-
lumbia, Illinois, Arkensas, Virginia,
Texns, Lovisiana, Georgia, Alabama,
Florida, Mississippi and Tennessee di-
visivns; United Confederate veterans;
sSons of Conlederate Soldiers; Troop A;
the Savannah hussars; United Daugh-
ters of the Confederacy; the sponsors
for the differcut states and their
muaids of honor, and the detachment
of police. Rain fell at intervals dur-
ing the procession, though this caused
only a brief halt. ihe parade was a
great success

As wns t0 be expected, the Tennes-
see division was the largest, but the
adjoining states furnished thousand,
and from the distant ones the attend-
ance was heavy. After passing the re
viewing stand the parade was dis.
missed and the bright sunshine soon
removed the traces of the rainstorm.
The afternoon was devoted to plsas
ures continued into the evening.

Though the rainstorms had caused
disappointment, bad bedraggled the
flags and banners, had drenched the
paraders and made limp the costumes
of the Iadies, enthusinstn was not
dampened, and in a short time the
streets were again thronged and of the
countless thousands the major portion
were traveling to the auditorium to
listen to the speeches and witness the
closing exercises of the afterncon and
evening.

While old confederate flags. regi-
mental flags, tattered and torn, ap:
peared in decorations and in the par
ade, equally prominent at every turn
was the star spangled banner, and in
the parade the national standard was
seen in every division.

It is the unanimous verdiet of the
veterans and their visiting friendsthat
the re-union is the most suceessiul yot
held.
