Columbus, O., Sept 11. The nation
al miners convention odjeurncd Friday
evening until Saturday morning when
the question of a settlement of the
strike will be definitely determined.
At the time of adjournment a substi-
tute resolution with the miners off-
icials confidently believe will be adopted
was under discussion. Twe previous
resolutions providing for nu
acceptance of the Pittsburgh
operators' prepositions were defeated
because the Illinois, Indiana nnd West
Virginia miners did net think their In-

terests were sufficiently protected.
The substitute resolution, it is claimed,
by the officials, gives the miners of
these states all the protection they
could reasonably ask since it provides
for a continuation of the strike wher-
ever the operators refuse te grant the
advance te their miners. However,
the officials arc finding it extremely
difficult te convince the delegates,
opposed te a settlement, that
they are in the wrong. Sccrctnry
Lewis, of Ohie, has been the most act-
ive leader of the opposition nnd threat-
ened Friday night, if the national off-
icials forced matters te nn Issue, te
spring a sensation in the convention.
The natiennl officials say, however,
that they have nothing te fear. The
substitute resolution te be voted upon
Saturday is ns follews:

Resolved, That we endorse the re-
commendation of the national execu-
tive beard nnd that work be resumed
en the basis of 05 cents in Western
Pennsylvania with a corresponding ad-
vance in all the districts of the com-
petitive field, and be It further

Resolved, That when such advance Is
refused the suspension be continued
nnd that an assessment of ten per cent
of all money earned by the tniiieis at
work be collected and used for the pur-
pose of maintaining the miners idle

Resolved, That n circttlnr appeal be
issued by the national executive beard
te organized labor nnd te the public
generally asking them te assist us in
the caring for and the keeping of all
mine workers in the field who are idle
for the enforcement of scale rates, all
moneys and previsions te 1h sent te
Secretary Pcaree and distributed pre
rati te miners en strike from the na-
tional office.
