The im-
ports of hides during the entire seven
months of the calendar yesr amounted
to 150,555, 450 pounds, against 78,302,411
pounds in the corresponding months of
the preceding year.

The last shot that the woo!
and wool producers of foreign countries
could get st the American farmer under
the free-wool clause of the Wilson Law
was shown in the imports of wool duriog
July, 1867, being over 23,000,000 pounds,
as against 5,458,000 pounds of the corre:
sponding month of last yesr. For the
seven months of 1807 ending with July
the imports of woel amounted to 316, -
000,000 pounds, ss against 107,000,000
pounds in the correspondiog months of
the preceding year.

The ahove statement showing the im-
portation of & few of the thousands of
articles brought in during the closing
days and hours of the operation of the
Wilson Law are given for the purpose of
indicating the large quantity of foreign
goods which the Dingley Law found in
the country sud which, of themselves,
must reduce the prices received by pro-
ducers, and also by way of explanstion,
if uny explanation i8 necessary, of the
fact that the custome earnings of the
Dingley Law are, and nsturally must be,
light during the first few months of its
operation. [ndeed, the wonder is that
they have been as great as they are dur.
