New Youx, April 20 —Sigee the war
with Spain was begun the United
States naval forces have established a
strict blockade of Cuban ports and
hiuve captured mine Spanish vesscls.

All these vessels have been or will
be taken 1o Key West except the Sate
urnina, which was selzed at Ship is
land. The Spanish steamers Panama,

for Cuba, ure likely to be eaptured
by American warships within a few
days, Spain has made no selzures of
American vessels, so for as knoown,
From the beginning of the war, the
only movement of the Spanish navy
that has been reported is the departure
of the torpedo boat desroyer Audaz,
from Queenstown 4pr Spain, her de-
parture being compelled by the Eng-
lish neutrality proclumation. For the
sume reason the United States Asintie
squiiron has begun to leave lHong
Kong. The North Atlantic squadron
s enforeing the biockade of Cuba and
the Fiying squudron semainsin Hamp-
ton Roads, exeept the Minneapolis and
Colambia, which have gone to sea on a
mission known only to naval authori-
ties. The eruisers San Francisco and
Nuew Orleans are ut the Drooldyny navy
vard and may sail Tuesday to join the
Flying squadron. Every day adds sev-
vral vessels to the auxiliary fleet. The
battle ship Oregon and the gunboat
Marietts are coming up along the east
coast of Bouth America, and will prob-
ubly touch at Rio Janeiro ina few
duys, The dynamite eruiser Nictheroy,
Just purchased from Brazil, Is still st
Rio Janeiro. The newly purchased
eruiser Topeka is at sen on the way
from Portsmouth to New York, and
the torpedo boat Somers is still at
Portsmouth, Lut peady for sea. The
steamer FParis, for whose safety no
alarm Is pow felt, will arrive m New
York before the middle of the week.
