TYPES OF CRUISERS. .

War Vessels Which Are Direct Descend-

ants of 01d-Tira- e Frigates.

The modem cruiser Is a natural evolu-

tion of the old time frigate which ranked
next te a and as a

fighter occupies the same relative pest

tlen te the modern battleship. -

Some of the latest gunboats differ

from cruisers only in their size and speed.

The cruisers themselves vary greatly in

size and deatructiveness, and are divided

into three well-define- d classes, namely,

the unprotected cruiser, of which our

Navy has three the Detroit, Marble-hea- d

and Montgomery; the protected
cruiser, a ruore formidable vessel, of

which the Olympia may be taken as a

typical example, and the armored cruiser,

such as the New Yerk and Brooklyn.
When the unprotected cruisers named

were building they were known as gun:

beats, but the Navy etticials made a rul

ing that vessels of this type, of ever
2,000 tens displacement, should be known
as unprotected cruisers. Their speed of

oighteen knots, taken in connection with

their comparatively heavy batteries of
rapid-flr- c guns, entitles them te be classed
as cruisers. The simple or unprotected
cruiser, in common with gunboats, has

no protection in the shape of armor for

her vitals, as the engines, boilers and

magazines are called. She has, however,

a water-tigh- t deck covered with armor

plating, which extends from side te side

and from bow te stern, completely reef-

ing ever the most vulnerable portions.
While net proof against even moderate
shot, this deck prevents the admission of

water below which may come in through
breaks in the plating above the deck, and

in that materially aids in preserving the
stability of the crafty when pierced by

shells just above the water line, se as te
admit water in careening. The coal is

usually stored abevo this deck, se as te
afford a measure of protection against
guns up te Seme of the
guns and portholes have an armor pro-

tection, but such armor is net designed
for the protection of the ship itself.

The protected cruiser is the next step
in the chain of evolution. Here again

there is a water-tigh- t deck, but in this
instance it is supplemented with a heavy

covering of armor which may range in

the flat parts from one te two and a half
inches thick, and en the sloping sides

from one and a half te four and a half
inches. This armor presents a deflective

front te shot passing through the sides

and threatening the magazines and mo-

tive power, and, of course, makes it pos-

sible for the vessel te withstand attacks
that would be certain destruction te an

unprotected cruiser. Vessels of this
type, such as the Olympin, have power

ful guns well protected by armored tur-

rets.

The armored cruiser 'represents the
highest type of cruiser and is a large,

speedy, protected cruiser with reinforced
and heavy armor. These have in addi-

tion a band of waterline vertical armor
and plate en her sides of from three to

four Inches, just above the heavy belt of

the protected cruiser. The waterline ar-

mor is placed amidships and reaches fore

and aft throughout the region occupied

by the machinery and magazines.

Armored cruisers are built with great
speed, despite their size, the New Yerk
and Brooklyn both having records of

ever twenty one knots. The heavy ar-

mor protection enables the armored crui-

ser te take her stand in the line of battle
and engage the slower but mere power

ful ships of the enemy's fleet. The es-

pecial service of the armored cruiser is te
cruise the seas and te attack any hostile
craft Ices formidable than a battleship.
