WILL SEE SOLDIEBS SAFELY LANDED.

This Armada Will' Welcome Anything
That Spain May Be Pleased te

Send Against It,

This Will Entirely Eliminate Any Danger
That Might Attend the Transporta-

tion of the Army of Invasion
te Cuba --pd Porte Illco.

Washington, June 11. Anether for--

midable American fleet has been as--
scmbled, consisting of 10 warships of
various classes, headed by the big bat- -

tie ship Indiana, which for all round
effectiveness stands at the bead of the
navy. This fleet is assembled at Pert
Tampa and is te serve as a convey
for the troop transports from that
point. The formation of this formid-
able convey fleet is due te the re-

ports, mere or less indefinite, that
Spanish ships were lurking between

by the united States government.)

Flerida and Cuba with a view of inter
cepting the troop transports. The
navy department has net given serious
credit te these reports, yet they were
mere or less circumstantial. In order
te avoid the slightest possibility of a
dash by some Spanish ships against
the troop transpertsthis new fleet of
10 war ships was determined upon.
Whether it was ordered from Wash-
ington or was due te the precautionary
measures of the officials in com-
mand in the south is net dis-
closed. It is known only that Comme-
dore llemey, commander of the naval
base at Key West, has brought togeth-
er this powerful fleet of conveys. It is
strong enough both in numbers of
ships, of individual ships and arma-
ment, te cope with any Spanish war-
ship that might be at large in the
West Indies, and it entirely eliminates
any possible danger that might attend
the transporting of the army of inva-
sion te Cuba. Capt Tayler,
who commands the Indiana, is
available as commander of this squad-
ron, although It Is net disclosed defi-
nitely who will be its chief. Comme-

dore Watsen is with the blockading
fleet off Havana and can net well be
spared from that position, which will
be maintained efficiently notwith-
standing the drafts made te create
this large convey squadron. Capt
Tayler is regarded as one of the most
judicious and capable officers in the
service, and should the squadron com-
mand fall en him, it is felt that it will
be in geed hands. The Indiana will
probably be the flag ship of the convey
squadron. There probably will be
battle ships, but it is net deemed ad-

visable, for prudential reasons, te give
the full list of tbe ships in exact de-

tail. The Indiana is considered one of
the most formidable ships afloat, be
ing regarded by naval experts as su-

perior as a fighting machine te the
ships of the Terrible class in the Brit-
ish navy. She has a displacement of
10,288 tens and has a main battery of
10 large guns besides many smaller
rapid fire and machine guns in her
secondary battery.
