The train was running at the rate
of about 40 miles an hour when the
engine suddenly blew up. The englue
was manned by Engineer Walter
Shlrtllff and Freman David Little.
Conductor Ed Quick and Head Brake-ma- n

Frank Smith were also en the
engine, having gene te the front of the
train when it pulled out of Spencer-vlll- e,

se as te be ahead when they
reached Ohie City, and thus facilitate
doing the work there. Firman Little
was In the aet of throwing in
semo coal when the engine let go. He
was hurled about 75 feet by the explo-

sion and buried beneath a flat car,
from which hlB dead body was after-
ward dug out The big engine was
raised about five feet from the rails,
dropped back en the tics and ran about
75 feet, then rolled ever Inte the ditch.

Engineer Shlrtllff, Conductor Quick
and Brakcman Smith were carried ever
with the engine, and It was some time
before they get out Strange te say,
they were net injured very badly, but
it is thought Engineer Shlrtllff, who
complains about his back, may have
been injured internally. About ten
cars were piled up and completely
wrecked, se that the track was blocked
until late Sunday evening, trains being
transferred around the wreck by way
of the C, II. & D. and the Pennsylvania
at Lima te Dolphes, then ever the
Clever Leaf to Ohie City.

I. Albaugh, of Spencerville, a line
walker for the Buckeye Pipe Line Ce.,
who was en his way te Elgin, a short
distance west of here, was riding en
top of the third car from the engine
and escaped with a tow bruises by
jumping when he baw the engine raise
into the air and felt the cars jerking.

DESTRUCTIVE FIRE.

Mllaa and MUea of Territory en tha Oaark
Memntalnt Value JJevuated bj- - Fereat

Fire Hear Let.

Macomb, Me., Nev. 31. The largest
and meBt destructive conflagration that
has ever swept the Ozark mountains
since 1884, is new circumscribing this
town for miles and miles, north of and
parallel with the Memphis railroad.
The ttu'tutnn heavy foliage has rapidly
fallen since frpsf and are supposed te
have been fired from sparks of freight
engines Sunday afternoon, a scope
of country 13 miles long is
in flames, s miles of fences, orchards,
plantations, farms and dry pasture
fields, stocked with cattle and ether
animals, and many old settlers' homes
He directly In the line of the
ravaging monster, while neighbor-
hoods are advancing te the scene, but
find themselves totally unable te
check the flames, their only remedy
is te hurriedly turn out stock ahead
of the flames and desert premises.
The altitude being 1.700 feet above the
Bea and a terrible southwestwardly
wind prevailing, great .destrnctien Is
imminent The town of Macomb will
probably be destroyed.

IGAINPOSTPOHED

The Session of the Joint Peace
Commissioners Will Be Held

at 2 O'clock Monday.

IT MAY NOT MEET BEFORE TUESDAY.

Our Commissioners Closely Enframed In

Ferniulatlufr the TermB of un Im-

portant Communication.

They Are Uuder tha Kecenlty of Taking
Ureat Care' In Preparing What May

lie tha Concluding Keoerda
of Theaa Negotiation.

Paris, Nev. 31. The American peace
commissioners Saturday were closely
engaged in formulating the terms of
the important communication te be
made te the Spanish commissioners
next week. It id Impossible at present,
however, te determine whether the
work will be completed for presenta-
tion en Monday or Tuesday, though it
Is believed the Americans will be
ready en Monday. While the Amer-
icans fully appreciate the necessity
of making progress they are also
under the necessity of taking great
care in the preparation of what may
possibly be the conclusive record of
these negotiations. The Spanish com-

missioners consumed a week in the
preparation of the last memorandum.

FIVE NEW YORKERS SEEKING

but the Americans will net require se
long a time te complete the work in
hand and any present delay will ulti-
mately prove te have been advantag-
eous.

Washington, Nev. 31. The post-
ponement of Saturday's meeting of the
poace commissioners until next week
is explained at the state department
as necessary te enable the American
representatives te formulate the pre-
cise heads of the treaty of peace, which
will mark the final stage of the pro-
ceedings. Many miner details will be
left for subsequent, agreement, but it
is confidently declared that the next
session will result in the formal enun-
ciation of exact terms regarding the
payment which Spain is te receive for
relinquishing sovereignty ever the
whole Philippine archipelago, as well
as the mutual declaration regarding
the transfer of Porte Rice, Cuba and
the Ladreno islands.

Paris, Nev. 31. The American com-
missioners, in a written communica-
tion, will declare that the third article
of the protocol regarding the Philip-
pines is capable of only one fair con-
struction, that no arbitration is need-
ed te elucidate its terms, and that the
Unlted States can net admit any
ether power te figure here purely as a
lexicologist They will maintain that
the two commissions are charged te
determlne whether Spain or the Unit-
ed States shall in future own the Phil-
ippines.

This will be accompanied by the
clear declaration that the United
States will possess the Philippines.

FoUewing this declaration the Amer-iea- n

commissioners will lay before the
Spaniards two alternatives.

First Te accept, a suin of menoy
from the United States and te cede and
ovaeuato the Philippines.

Second Te lese the Philippines te
the United States by conquest, with
the possibility of ether territorial
losses te Indemnify the United States
for the added expense of conquest
