A Btanding Army of 80,000 Men, 12,000
Artillery, 6,000 Cavalry, En-
gineer Corps, Ete

Fifty -Thousand Additions! Troops to Be
Enlisted for Two Yeurs—FPresont Vol.
anteers to He Mastered Out of
Serviee Within Sixty Days

Wasmnaron, Dec. 23, —The bill for
the inerease of the regular army
which the minority of the house com-
mittee of military affuirs will offer as
a substitute for the Hull bill, was
drawn by representative Hay, of Vir-
ginia, nnd is now in the hands of the
war depdrtment, where an estimate is
being made ofSthe dost of such 4 mili-
tary establishment as it provides. The
bill, as drawn, provides for a standing
army of 30,000 wmen, 12,000 artil

lery, 8,000 infantry, 6,000 cavalry
and engineer, ordnance and slg-
nal corps and general staff. To

meet the existing exigency for troops
in Porto Rico, Cubn, the Philippines,
Hawaii and the Ladrones, the bill pro-
vides that the president may issue his
proclamation for 50,000 additional
troops to be enlisted for two yeurs,
These latter troops nre to be com-

manded by officers appointed by
the presicent. The orgapization is
to be the same as in the regu-

lar army, the streagth of the different
arms of the service to be determined
by the president. The present volun-
toers are to be musiersd out within

Cuicano, Deec. 28.—The coroner’s in-
quest was begun Thursday in the case
of Mrs. Michael Bollinger, who the po-
lice nssert, was murdered and partially
cremuted by her husband.

Each of the mur-
dery, it Is claimed, was by strungula-
tion. Both men, one of whom
was a sansage maker and a Ger-
than, the othior a butcher and an Aus-
trinn, quurreled continually with their
wives, and both saffered business re-
verses prior to the alleged crimes
Tuetgert and Bollinger were well ao-
quainted with each other, and lived in
the same quarter of the city. In the
Bollluger case, as in that of Luetgert,
a wedding ring will play an lmportant
part in the establishment of the corpus
delietl. Mrs. Bollinger's body has been
exhumed and her weddiog ring cut
from her finger.
