The
number of immigrants arriving In 1800
was 311,873 as against 220,200 for the
previous year. Immigration for 1803

was the smallest for ten years. The
following table shows the immigration
of each month for the fiscal year 1800,
with the Incrcase ever the same
months of 1803:

On entering the cell Hurley laughed
and gave the guard a 6tliT poke in the
abdomen. Tfhe guard thought the
prisoner was joking and thought noth-
ing of the act After awhile he left
the cell and went home. A short time
later he was overcemo by a hem-

orrhage and an investigation revealed
that he had been stabbed by a small
pointed instrument.

Search of Hurley's cell revealed
that the instrument had been made
from the handle of the cell bucket,
and was as thin and sharp as a hat pin.

i PROTECTORATE.

News of the Gravest Importance
Brought Frem Guate-

mala By Steamer.

THE REPORT SEEMS TO BE AUTHENTIC.

Great Britain and Germany Are Said
te Have Ordered Four War-

ships te Guatemala.

Thejr Want the United State te Aimma
the I'roteeterate Large Amount of

tiovernment Debt In Shape of
lleniU Held In Unglnnd.

New Om.nANS, July 13. The Pica-

yune prints the follewing:
News of the gravest import from

Guatemala was brought te this city by
the passengers en the Synder steam-
ship Breakwater, which landed at four
or five of the leading Central American
ports before putting in here late Mon-

day night.
The reports seem te be authentic In

the main, and come from sources that
are of the highest order. "Just before
sailing en the steamer for New Or-

leans," said the speaker, who asked
that his-nam- be emitted from the re-

port, "I was Informed by persons in
the best of positions that probably be-

fore I could get back that both Eng-

land and Germany would have made a
naval demonstration en the two lead-
ing ports of the republic of Guatemala.

I investigated the information be-

fore sailing and everything seems te
point te its genuineness. A large
amount of the government debt, in
the form of bends issued by the gov-
ernment of Guatemala, is held by Eng-

lish and German interests. These
bends have been practically repudi-
ated, at least the bends have sunk te
nothing, and the German and English
holders have protested vigorously te
their governments.

"Four warships are said te have been
ordered te Guatemalan waters, two
German and two English. One of each
flag willrprececd te Porte Barries and
one of each will, be sent te San Jese
dc Guatemala, which Is en the Pacific
side of the republic. The point that
most interests the United States is
that if this seizure of the custom-
houses should result in a long
holding of these ports, in order that
the ''mounts could be collected, it would
be ndecssary for a protectorate te be
established ever the republic of Gautc-mal- a

while this was going en. In that
case the natural course of affairs would
be te turn te cither Mexico or the
United States for that protectorate.
The first preposition would hardly
be probable because of the bad
feeling existing between Gua-

temala and Mexico ever the
boundary dispute. That is the real
point the United States holding a
protectorate ever Guatemala. I would
net be surprised te hear of it coming
te that pass before many months, for I
confidently believe that England and
Germany intend making the naval dis-
play and the demand for Immediate
settlement of the repudiated bends
held by their subjects."

Washington, July 13. Orders te
rush repairs en the Philadelphia and
fit her for sea as quickly as possible
were sent Wednesday te Adm. Kauiz,
at San Francisce. The beard of sur-
vey which usually determines what re-

pairs shall be made was dispensed with
te save time, and it is also understood
that expense is net te be considered.

The navy department ellicials will
net say where the cruiser is going, but
It Is believed that an outbreak in Gua-

temala is feared and that the warship
is ordered there te protect American
interests..

MAGNETIC SURVEY AT SEA.

The Cent and Geodetic Survey te Deter-
mine the Accurate Deviation of the

Cempat en the Ocean.

Washington, July 13. Scientific
men arc manifesting much interest in
the preparations new making by the
coast and geodetic survey, which is
charged with the magnetic survey
of the United States for deter-
mining the accurate deviation of
the compass at sea. Recent acci-

dents at sea and the severe compe-

tition of ocean liners have called at-

tention in a striking way te the need
of accurate values of the deviation of
the compass needle at sea. The values
of the deviation of the needle gener-
ally used are almost wholly dependent
upon the observations made en land
and little has been done by the United
States te secure observations at sea.
The vessels of the coast survey are be-

ing fl. ted with special magnetic Instru-
ments for these observations, and It is
hoped that within a very short time
the survey may be able te furnish val-

ues of the magnetic variations at sea,
nearlyequal in accuracy te these en
land,
