' Hle Sent to the Phillppines.

Wasixarox, Oct. 5, —The President
Wednesday directed the Immediate
dispateh to the Philippines of a pum=
ber of vessels of the navy including
the cruiser Brooklyn and gunboats
Marietta and Machias. The action
is the result of Adm, Dewey's Inter-
view Wednesday in which he went over
the Philippine situationwith the pres-
ident.

The orders glven are in line with the
expressed determination of the presi-
dent to furnish the army and navy ev-
ery resource for stamping out the 'hil-
ippine insurrection at the earliest pos-
sible time. At Adm. Dewey's extend-
ed interview with the president Wed-
nesday the former went into the Phil-
Ippine situation at great length, ex-
plaining carefully the existing condi-
tion of affairs and his views of the out-
look, concluding with an earnest recom-
wendation that the Brooklyn and some
other vessels be sent on to the FPhil-
ippines. This reinforeement of the
present fleet of the Asiatie squadron
he urged as neccasary and said their
dispateh should be directed as carly as
possible. The president immedintely
communieated with the navy depnrlv:-
ment and instructed the secretary
the navy to issue an orderearrying out
the admiral's recommendation and to
see that they be got in readiness at
once. The Marictta and Machias, be-
sides the Brooklyn, will be designated
by the navy department along with
several other vessels which have not
yet been selected.
