Volinteer Army.

The enormous task of recruiting the
voluntesr army for the Phillppines is
practically completed. It was an-
pounced at the war department that all
the regilments have been filled except
one of the colored reglments, the For-
ty-ninth, which needs less than 609
men, These will be secured within 48
hours. The other ocolored regiment,
the Forty-eighth, Colonel Duwvsll, or-
ganized at Jefferson Barmacks, Mo,
has been completed. Thus the task of
ralsing an army of 32,726 men—26 full
regiments—has been accomplished In
three months.

The personnel of the valunteer regi-
ments is very pleasing to the war de-
p.u'tment.
