NARROW ESCAPE.

The Great Hall Plow Works Suffers
Severe Loss From Fire.

The alarm just before 6 o’clock last

1 saw a letter from a
shipper at Milton, Ky., addressed to s
representative of the Avalon, asking
when that boat would be back, or if any
steps had been taken to protect the men
who had been shipping on her. He de-
clurod that they had been left with their
fingers in their mouth, and quoted a
letter received from the Manager of the
Muail Line, saying that while the oppo-
gition boat was running they had been
carrying tobacco at 70 cents and ¥l a
hogshead, but that now the rute would
be §1 50, The people along the Kanawha
river nre left in the same fix, and,
rather than submit to the new condl-
tions, will undertake to put another
boat in the trade, They will not at-
tempt to go through to Louisville, as
the trip s a little long. Instead, more
time will be allowed up the Kanawha

river,"
