CAMPBELLISM IN KENTUCKY.

We kucw some horrlble "confesslon"
would be forthcoming; it just had te
be; the Weaver disaster had te be met
and the public attention diverted from
the strolling barber who played the
bunce game upon the dear little "Inno-
cents Abroad;" and se In Campbell's
Ohie paper thore Is a sensational "con-

fession," alleged te have been made by
"Tallew Dick" Combs. Until It Is

reputable lawyer and semo crodlble
porsen no eno will bellove that he made
it. Yet it is a pretty shrewd "confes-
slon;" it implicates "Tallew Dick" in
nothing and recites nothing that, under
the ordinary rules of ovldence in any
English-speakln- g Court outslde of Ken-

tucky could be proved against Powers.
Its apparent object Is te induce Yeutsoy
te consent te swear te something en re-

buttal. But Powers is really no longer
en trial; it is true, the formal trial Is in
progress; but the defense has turned te
prosecution and the prosecution Is en
trial at Georgetown and the Court en
trial at the bar of public opinion in
Kentucky and America; and another
"confesslon" would dostrey the prose-
cution; it has net enough character left
te carry another "confession" without
being crushed under the weight of
"confessions." "Confessions" have
been very dangerous and disastrous
weapons to these who first used them;
they have been mere deadly than the
sword of which Hely Scripture speaks
when it declares that he who takes the
sword shall die by the sword. Months
age the Campbell reporters reported
that Colonel Campbell and Mr. Justus
Geebel were actually besieged by per-
sons seeking te "confess;" that these
ponitent sinners, affrighted at the ap-

pearance of Themas C. Campbell and
the sword of vengeance which he
wlelded, and seduced by the beasts of
Wharten Gelden, were making the
godly lives of Colonel Campbell and
Mr. Justus Geebel a burden by the
multiplicity and wpight of their "con-
fessions;" that they were overwhelmed
with the abundant embarrassment of
riches. And from these confessions the
whelo nefarious plot was known; the
murderer was also known; the exact
facts were revealed; and when the time
of trial came the world would be aston-
ished at the fullness, completeness and
certainty of the testimony. Just at that
time Helly Witherspoon and Judge C.
S. French were induced te tell of the
most remarkable and invaluable of all
the "confessions" which have been told
in this remarkable case; and "confes-
sions" withered like an early peach
touched by severe frost. Then came
the trial; and ether sen-atien- al roperts,
and Weaver turned up as the new wit-
ness; foreordained from all eternlty te
damn the Republican party, hang Tay-
eor and convict Powers.

buildings? At whose instance was he
brought from Knox county? Who
brought him and with whom had he
talked before he "imposed upon" the
guileless Themas C. Campbell of Ohie-Ne- w

Yerk, and such of his rural asso-
ciates as de net knew "a haudspike
from a hawk's oye?"

Months age The News polnted out the
grave danger that confronted the Demo-
cratic party in the employment of the
notorious "Colonel" Tem Campbell te
ropresont the Commenwoalth in the
trial of the men indicted for the murder
of Geebol.

Campbell came Inte the case with a
most malodorous roputatlen. He has
been time and again publicly branded
as a most tricky and unscrupulous
shyster. He has been publicly accused
of being a professional suberner of

perjury. But in spite of all this he has
taken chief management of the case.
It has been Campbell's case. He has
dictated Interviews without number.
He has posed In the center of the stage
unceasingly. He is the very head and
front of the prosecution, working up
all the tostimeny, skulking in the
mountains under an assumed name,
employing essential witnesses te work
for him, getting "confesslons" and
giving out "statements" till the ontlre
case has fairly rcoked with a sort of
legal practice that in Cincinnati years
age was designated "Campbelism,"
because no vller term could be found to
fitly describe the practice of law by a
scoundrel of great ability. As we
knew that the lssue of this trial would
largely affect the politics of this cam-
paign; that the trial ltself was

based en political lines, we
protestod against this Campbell belng
allowed te manage it. But a large
body of the Democrats In the state,
Ignorant of the real nature of the man,
have indorsed him and applauded him,
and thorefero the Domecratlc party will
suffer for the sake of this Republican
importation from the slums of New
Yerk, who practices law en the same
lines that Republicans conduct politics.

As was te be expected, eno of the
principal witnesses "found" by the
genius of this Campbell turns out te be
a perjurer of purest ray sorcne. He
was evidently coached by semo eno te
swear te a He. The fellow Weaver who
swore te the most important fact in the
ontlre trial was a hundred miles away
from Frankfort at the time. Either
Weaver was deliberately bought by
semo one connected with the prosecu-
tion, or he was lured iute lying by the
tempting purse of $100,000, hung up by
a most unwise and impolitic act of the
last Legislature At the time we freely
opposed the passage of this bill, aver-
ring that It was a practical Invitation to
perjury that would work disaster te the
cauBO It sought te serve, and it needs
no argument en this scero te point the
moral. Every step In the trial of
Powers has shown the abseluto felly of
this act. It is a theme which the de-

fense, and through the defense, the
entire Republican party will never
cease te harp upon. Nete In this con-

nection the testimony of Rev. Jehn
Stamper, the brother-in-la- of the only
witness for the state upon whose tost-
ieony conviction may be had. Here
the notorious Campbell and the foolish
bill form a combination, which will
form the refrain of ever Republican
Editor from new te Nevemlier. And it
must be confessed since confessing is
popular, under the reign of "Colonel"
Tem Campbell that an element of fact,
a background of truth, very possibly
exists for whatever charges our enemies
may make along this line.

That bill was. toe loud an invitation
te perjurers te be unheeded. It was
heard as far away as Colerado, and Mr.
Weaver answered. New comes a
Preacher and swears that Wharten Gel-
den heard it in the Kentucky moun-
tains. Tem Campbell's reputation
hardly rebuts these facts. Rather it
gives substance te the charge

With eno "star witness," an admitted
perjurer, and the only ether eno strongly
charged with false swearing, and with
the chief counsel for the htute daily and
openly charged with suborning this
perjury, it seems te us that our warn-
ings of last spring were well borne out
by events.

Mr. Powers and all the ethers may be
guilty, but it will be very hard new te
avoid the effect of Campbclllsm and
legislative damphoellsm, en the final
outcome of this case, for it will finally
be tried by the people of Kentucky, and
the verdict rendered at the pellR In No-

vember.
