SHOT FROM AMBUSH.

IVenr Jacksen, Joel Thorp Was Fired
en While In Ills Ynril Wrmh- -

Intr Fer Ilrcakfnat.

Jacksen, Ky., Nev. 17. Friday
morning about daylight Joel Tharp
was shot from ambush, lle was at
lils borne, about bIjz miles from here,
en Smith's Branch, and lind just come
out into his yard te wash for break-
fast when he was fired en. The ball
struck him in the right shoulder and
may prove fatal. It is net Known
who llred the shot, as it came from
the weeds near his house. Tharp
was fired en by some unknown party
about six months age in the same
manner, but escaped being1 hit. It ia
also reported that semo parties un-
dertook te rob Mr. Bryant Spicer,
who lives about eight miles from
here en the river. They succeeded
in breaking into the house, but Spi-
cer used his shotgun and they left
before getting anything. They were
tracked four or live miles by blood-
hounds, and it is thought Spicer fa- -
tally wounded one or mere of them.
The robbers rode stolen horses te
Spicer's house, but they returned
them during the night te the place
from which they get them, and the
saddles were bloody, showing that
wounded men rode them.
