What the NeTT Stamp Is Like.
The new 5 cent stamp is known as van-dyk- e

brown, and was suggested by Mrs.
Garfield, blue or carmine being favored
by the postal authorities. It was origin-
ally intended to place Garfield's portrait
on the proposed $2 stamp, but the death
of the President put an end to that pro-

ject. All other United States portrait
stamps present the head of the figure in
profile. In the stamp the portrait is three-fourth- s

to the left on lined ground within
pearled oval in proper heraldic shield.
With the intention of keeping the stamp
a portrait all inscriptions have been
grounded below. At the lower extremity
of the shield is a six-pointe- d star, with a
large numerical "5," with ribbons on
either side bearing value in letters. Be-

low all is the inscription "U. S. Postage."
The stamp will be a living monument to
President Garfield, and it is a perfect little
gem of art.
