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How Guitean Will he Hanged.
Wasaixaron, D, C. June 29, 1882,
The programme for the execution will

be a very short one. The warden esti-

mates that it will not take over twenty

minutes from the time he enters the cell
to summon Guitean until the assassin will
be hanging by the rope on the gallows,

The sentence is that Gaiteau shall be
executed between the hours of 12 and 2
p. m. It has been customary, where two
hours’ leeway is given, for the warden to

give the first hour to the prisoner and to
last hour with the prelimina-

ries of the execution.
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
