also know what Richmond
has to recommend it Now to
write up Richmond and its ad ¬

vantages for the people above spec
iGed would be idle in the extreme
Thev are here or have been here
aniknow full well in advance
the merits of the place If any of
these people who may not live in
Richmond desire to leave their
farms or business in a village an 1

remove to Richmond they will do
so as soon as they can find a res-

idence
¬

for sale or can buy a lot
and build one There is already as
much business here as the pat-

ronage
¬

will justify and any man
who comes here and locates in
business must buy out some
man already here or divide the
now moderate patronage There
are a few men who can afford to

Ire in Richmond and continue
farming and scattered about are
others who will come to Rich
mond to educate their children
and those two classes are all that
Richmond can expect

Oh but why dont you print a
large number of extra copies and
said them out to all parts of the
North and East to capitalists and
emigrant agencies thnts the way
tc reach the people is asked in
the reply to our answer set forth
alwve

There are two reasons whT we
do not The first is that we are
not more interested in booming
the town than any body else
We do not propose to expend
hundreds of dollars in sending
out extra copies while others are
to reap the reward The second
reason is that there is nothing to
induce immigration Richmond
trust have factories before she can
have a perceptible increase in
population and she can not have
1sctories so long as she has but
one railroad Factories require
raw material and a market and
the freight is always too high in a
one railroad town to allow a fac-

tory
¬

in that town to compete with
o her factories What could a
factory in Richmond do It must
pay four or five times as much
for coal and raw material as other
factories and would then have to
prepay freight to Louisville and
Cincinnati in order to compete
with the outside world Take
Frankfort as an example Were
it not for the competition afforded
a part of the year by the Ken
tjcky River the factories in the
Penitentiary could not exist
Every hundred pounds of freight
they 6hip by way of Louisville a
distance of about 65 miles costs
15 cents and that has to be paid
by the Penitentiary in order to
compete with Louisville and other
factories That same freight is
carried to New Orleans Pensaco
la and other points eight hundred
miles away for 72 cents A car
of freight from Boston to Lexing-

ton
¬

costs little more than
it does from Lexington to
Frankfort

Richmond must have another
and competing railroad before it
can have factories and it must
liave factories before it can have
an increase in population Thats
why we dont boom the town

to wait for Monday There was Scott
one of the finest conductors in the
world and he said be was ready and
willing to carry me right through to
the British possessions over into Can
ada the resort summer and winter
for certain gentlemen from the United
States and that particular division
called Manitoba where the Blizzard
is born and grows to marvelous perfec-
tion

So away we went JikeFontain
Fox Bobbitts minnows whooping
and yelling down the great Red River
valley through wheat fields of vast
area without intervening fences to
mark where one leaves oft or the other
begins No trees briars weeds or
raviues one great wheat field more
than a hundred miles long and twenty
five miles bro9d to say nothing of the
counterpart of the valley on the other
side of the river in Dakota But I
have heretofore told you about tbe
famous Rpd River of the North and
its world competing wheat

At 3 oclock we reached St Vincent
and the Government inspectors from
Her Majestys Realm came aboard to

This isa d 1 of a town I thought
as I meandered down to the river aud
as I leaned over the bridge I wished a
blizzard as big as Texas would strike
the town and roll it over into the
United States fur then I could get
something to eat I saw half a dozen
United States soldiers coming up the
Pembiua road in full uniform and 1

knew they were from the
frontier fort at that point What
youthful opinion I had during the war
was on the Southern side aud I didnt
like the looks of the Yankee uniform
but as I have long since learned it
looks decidedly well in a foreign coun-
try

Hello Lieutenant are you from
Fort Pembina I asked Yes be
replied Know this town Yes

Well I want something to eat
wherell I get it The best chance
is to go out to the depot You will
find Mrs Smith wife of the proprietor
of the Russell House She goes out

bath wide opeu and I got a nice din ¬

ner Then I removed my grip from
the Anglo American to the Russell
House aud fared well I dropped in
witli young Smith who allowed me to
go back into a room where tie k ept
some mighty good water and other
Ifquid substances and just because I
was in a town where it was unlawful
to eat on Sunday except at prescribed
moments I decided to take a good
square snifter though I hadnt done
such a thing on Sunday or any other
day fur months and months Young
Mr Smith has my thanks here
and how I left the three nickels with
him that Sunday afternoon

As 1 came out with Mr Smith I
saw several strange looking men wear ¬

ing red uniforms aud I thought they
were perhaps Emerson police and
