From Death,

Ele Was flang=d in Arkansas, But After- |
wards Turasd U'p Alive in Masaschu-
solis—His Owm Story of U’
Eiperiencos.

It will be remsmbered by many peo- |
pic of the State that about thres years |
sgo anegro was hanged at Lonoke,
this State. Afterwards it was pub-
lished 1hut the negro had eame to life,
which announcement created oconsid-
erable excitement among the people in
the wicinity of the place where the
hanging ocourred. A few days ago
this same negro showed up in Worces-
ter, Mass, with a crooked neck, as
will be seens by the following account,
witich Is taken from the Worcesler
(Mass ) Telegram. 1L says

Yesterday nfternoon a colored man
was taken §ll on the Commons, and
would have fallen but for the timely
assistance of two bystanders The
man had Dbeen wanderinzg about the
Commons sinece morning, and had
been: notiesd on acconmt of the pecu-

It hung toward his right shoulder, and
he seemed to take no pains to pall
il inta the position in whick people
commonly earry their bheads. He
was respectably dress in clothes that |

The executioner now made his ap-
pearance, carrying. wrapped in apiece
of ragged cloth, a bundle of swonds
and kmives, which, with the utmost
coolness and precicion, he laid upon the
ground under the very nose of his vie-
tim. He than seized a knife, & terrible
broadsbladed weapon, about ten inches
long, and bared his arm to the elbow,
All was now ready. An inquiring
look toward the Mandarin (who sat in
his sedan immediately under us), an
affirmative nod from that offleial and
the work of butchery commenced.

Two deep euts over ench eve and
temple daliberately exeonted began the
operatisn—gashes which tnenal great
pitces of flesh over and left the bone
exposed—then a eut down ench cheek
and a ll--n-!u-:’ one over each shoulder
and under each armpit, severing the
tendons and arierie< and deluging the
place with bload.

The executioner ihen desisted for s
few moments, and, wiplng his hands
with a cloth, conlemplated his handi-
work with evideut satisfauction, very
much as a skiilful surgeon would do
after a successtul op eration.

SHEEP MANAGEMENT.

Bz Valuable and Timely Articles Con-
densed Inta One.

1. Tho change in the fall from grass
to hay and grain shounld be most grud-
ual; if sndden growth of both body
and flecce i linble to suffer a check;
when the growth of the Iatler starts
again there is a weak spot In the fiber
which impeirs its quality.  Ouly a few
kernals of grain should be given at
first, and mure gradusily up to about
n gill a day nt the end of two weoks.
Bhoep nre dainty snd will neithereat
dirty food nor drink foul water. Give
thom clenn bright straw rather than
musty hay and siraw that they scatter
ander foot if raked up every day will
be caten by other animuls, and thus
saved from wasie

2 A mixture of two-thi rds onts and
one-third corn has givan me much het-
ter resulls, especiplly with breeding
ewes, than corn a'one; on corn only,

and very much digsorded with respect
to yield of milk, anid condition of ud-
ders, and many lambs were lost. If
hay is fod a gill of grain per day will
be enough, Lut with steaw twice as
much should be given.

8 Sheep naturally drink a little and
«fren, and un abundant supply of good
clean water shoulill be always aceessi-
ble to them in thsir fold—one of the
good vses to which a wind-mill may be
put. It may be better even to give
tham no water and lot  tham eal snow
than to let thein got very thirsty and
drink large quantitics of cold walter at
onece: scours mny result from such
chilling of the stomnch,

4 It does not pay to exposs sheep to
cold winds and storms wor to force
them to lie on the snow so that their
wool becomes wotted, nor, on the other
hand, to confine th1m sn that they can
not get exorcise. Without exerciso
they are liable to become feverish and
constipated, and to fall off in appetita
—ar if with young, to bhave stretchers,
and to produee feeble lamba.  With an
abundant supply of roota they do bet-
ter in confinvement. Ay sheep winter
in o large shed, with windows all
around it to let in the sunlight, with
an underdrained earth floor, and ample
water supply and feeding racks; every

Few
peopin realizy how m el milk the ewe
furnishes, and how mueh a lamb onght
therefore to hive, which may be as
much as three pints in twenty-four
hours When it can not get its mother's
milk, on aecount.of some tronble with
her uddor, and for want of suflicient
nourishment has begome 100 wenk to
swallow, it is given op as a case of
colic doomed to be fatal, The lamb
should have its first food from a sheep
if possible—if not from Its own moth-
er, then for a few days from another
ewa, which ean be done by keeping
this ewe's lnmb away from her for an
hour or two at a time. Il this is not
possible, then give not less than a gill
at a fred, if the lamb will take as
much, of milk from a new-milch cow,
heated to Llow Leat, and feed with o
nursing bottl~. By keeping close
watch of the youngz lnmbs, and of the
condition of the udders of their moth.

Strength of Haated Metals.

Some interesting experiments on the
effects of heating on the sirength aud
ductility of metals used for machines
and siructures were recently mado at
the Riyal dockyard, Portsmouth,
Eagland. Al bronzes showed a reg-
ular, but not serious, decrease of
strength and ductility wp to a certain
point—which is between three and
four hundred degrees for ordinary gun
metals—boyond which the strength
suddenly drops to about one-half, and
the  ductility wvanishes  Phosphor-
bronz: preserves twoethirds of it
strength and one third of" its duetility
up 1o five hundred degrees Fahrenheit;
and Muntz metal and pure copper are
also - fairly satisfaetory in liuo re-
speets.  Wronghit iron gains | in
strength up o five hundred degrees;
but loses in ductility up to three hun-
dred degroes, after which it gains
Open-hearth steel s wot affacted in
strength by a temperature of five hun-
drod degrees, but its ductility is re-
duced one-halfl —Arkassaw Traveler.
