The safety of a Republic resides in
the exereiseof the right of suffrage by
H efcteens uninfluenced by intimhla
ttea er corruption Attempts haye
bee made by your predecessors to
obeek the evils attending the employ
meat ef money in ooutroHiug elec ¬

tees but it is to be regretted that
uuwHbtaiiding existing legislation
ea the subject the evil lias already at
tateed a magnitude which seriously
eudangers the interests of society Not
euly the corrupt practKes employed
iu the choice of caudhlates for politi ¬

cal municipal offices but it seems cer-
tain

that judicial elections are con ¬

ducted with equal disregard of law
and when it is considered that there Is
but one step between the purchase of
judicial position and the sale of justice
the people may well despair of the
proper administration of the laws un ¬

der so vicious a system of election as
k so often pursued Uuiess these
evils are checked the avenues to pro ¬

motion in public life will be effectual
ly dosed to virtuous and intelligent
poverty and left ojien only to the im ¬

morally wealthy who can buy position
aud te the corrupt who will sell the
rights of a freeman to aggregated and
iueerporated wealth The subject de¬

mands your serious consideration and
H is believed that you can apply an
efficient corrective to this increasing
evil just as your predecessors succeed ¬

ed iu effectually closing the puWic
gambling houses whose existence was
attended with so many evils It Is
submitted to your consideration that
the present laws on the subject of
bribery at elections are framed on a
false theory Aa the temper should be
considered more guilty than the party
who is tempted so he whooflersa
bribe should be punished more severe-
ly

¬

than one who receives it but ex ¬

isting laws Inflict the lighter penalty
on Die more guilty party But how ¬

ever wise may be the laws they are
but an incumbrance to the statute
books uuless vigorously enforced
There is reason to believe that the
laws on this subject are more nearly
inoperative at those points where there
is most need of their enforcement
The blame for this can not attach to
the judicial officers of the tilate for iu
their charges to the grand juries at-
tention

¬

Is especially called to this sub¬

ject But with a public knowledge
that the violation of this law is of
alarming frequency few indictments
are found and while convictions have
been had against some persons who
have taken bribes it is doubted that a
single instance can be found where
the more guilty offerer of the bribe has
ever been prosecuted In order that
you may be fully advised to the ex
lent of public corruption in this res-
pect

I recommend that a thorough ex ¬

amination be made on the scenes of
their occurrence by the General As ¬

sembly Into the practices whioh have
been pursued at some of our elections
ieur wisdom will then more readily
apply to the remedies necessary to
correct this growing evil Consider¬

ing the methods employed by the dif-
ferent political parlies for nominating
their candidates It Is but just to the
public to apply to primary elections
and nominating conventions as la
done in some other States the same
law in regard to bribery that govern
the Elections appointed by the authori
ty or the Commonwealth The peo- -
