FINE BURGLARS' TOOLS
The Notorions Padly Oody's Osishrated
“Yest-Pookel BEditlon.”

*Every ono of your readers mnst re-
member that six or Reven years ago
there was a regular deloge of robbar-
ies porpetrated 1 the coun-
try in the safe line. A sat of safe
tools had been invented by twe no-
torlons burglars, Paddy Cody and
Gib Yost, who in from ten io fifteen
minutes eould open most of the burg-
\ar-proof safes in the . The
police all over the United Siates
made strenuous efforts to unearth the
sceret of these implemonts, but for a
long time wers kept in the dark,
owing to the recretiveness of the fu-
vertors.

*In nosrly =il thess robberies the
rictims were rotail jowelers located
i1 the country towns, smd their
beavy loss:s promptad the wholasale
daalers, for their own protection, to
form what has sines been known as
“The Jowelers' Becurity Allisnes’
The detective work- of this powerfnl
organizalion was given entirely inte
the hands of one ageney.

“About this time the jawalry store of
E Vail & Co. at La Porte, Ind., was
robbed of a large amount of diamonds
and jowelry., and from the manner in
which ibe safe had been opened Isur-
mised st once that it was the work of
Gib Yost and his gang. EKnowing full
well that Gib Yost would comse 1o
Chicago to dispose of tha stelen sinff
I had a sharp lookout kept for him,
and not long af crward succeeded in
arresting bim, together with Billy,
alias ‘Bil" Holllhan, Johany Menany
and Eddie Qiun.  All except Meany
were convicted for this robbory and
sentenced to warious terms ia the
Michigan City Panltentinry in Indiana

*Aftor this the tools became well-
known among expert burglars and
the scoret of their construction leaked
out. They consist of s drill, which
fits into a spindle. The spindla fts
inte a sleeve, which is placed intoa
pressure-bar.  On top of the sloeve is

{ and the spindle is also made to hoid

taps.  When a five-eighth - inch hole is
bored between tho combination and
the handle of the safa, and tho thrends
cut inte it (about twelve threads to the
inch), then what ars known as the
prossurc-bar and scrow are used,
which fit the threads and broak the
dog counection botween the handle
antl combination. The handle Is nsed
1o fit ou the topof the spindle, and the
entliro mechanism is attached to tho
aafe by s link, which adjusts itsell
over the pressurc-bar over the handle
of the safe. The link was gonerally
used in case of n T-handled safe. The
whole power or pressure which en-
nbles the tools to do 1heir work is ob~
tained (hrongh the agency of Lhe
handle on the safe

“In this way an ordinary fire-proat
ot burglar-proof safe can be opened in
from ten to fiftren minutes These
toals are very advantageoas, from the
fact that the whole kit does not weigh
over five ponnds and can be earrled
bandily in the inside coat pocket. For
their lightness In weight and fasility
for le'ng earried about the person un-
noticed they were termel among the
emoked fraternity the ‘vest-pocked
edition.’
