For a permanont pasture use a
variety of grasses The kind best
adapted to the location will assert its
superiority and in time give a good
reward It is not advisable to turn
stock on a permanent pasture until
the ground shall have boon well cov-

ered

Trampling injures the grass
while grazing it too soon injures Its
vitality At least throe years should
be allowed for growth before turning
on stock The greater the variety of
grasses the thicker the growth and the
better the pasture

Sprouts which start from the limbs

RATS IN CELLARS

A Sw York Farmer Tells How to Cir ¬

cumvent the ltodenU
When a cellar is infested with rats

it i always found that they obtain
their entrance under the cellar walls
or at least they must have holes or
passage ways there to retreat to and
places there to burrow If not they
very soon will abandon the premisos
It is said that in making an entrance
they first dig down just outside of the
walls and under the bottom of it into
the cellar and whatever holes they
dig in the cellar are always to make
passages under these walls instead of
into the earth of any other part of the
cellar bottom Knowing this habit of
theirs then one can w build that they
will not be able to set through under
these walls and then they will be
most effectually excluded from the
cellar

This is easily done by following
what is also a most excelcnt practice
in forming the foundations of these
walls After the cellar is dug and the
lines marked whore the wall is to
stand then dig a trench twenty inches
or two feet deep and a little broader
than the wall is to be directly
under where it is to stand
Fill this with small broken stones
say small as for a macadamized road
or what is better break np those
loose fiintstones In the trench enough
to fill it E ther of these will make a
good abutment to construct the walls
on will act as a drain for the cellar
If it is needed and nbore all will
prove impenetrable to the entrance of
rats They might dig down from the
outside as their custom is but find-

ing
¬

at the bottom of the walls this
loose broken stone which they are
unable to make a passage through
they will bo obliged to stay outside
ami the cellar will bo practically rat
proof

But if the wall o the buildings
one has were not made as above
and tho cellars are already infested
with rats they may be made nearly
Tat proof in tho following way

Dig a trench fifteen inches wide and
eight or ten inches deep just inside at
the bottom of the walls Fill this two
thirds full of the pounded stones and
then with water lime cement enough
to be even with the cellar bottom and
plastered a little way up from the bot¬

tom of the walls Tills will prove so
much of a barrier to the rats in trying
to get a passage under tho walls again
that they will doubtless abandon tho
premises 1L lees trt K Y World
