We have no very regular getting

up lime here said my host and you
will be called in the morning And
so after a good nights t Ieep in my
airy room I was called about 8 oclock
On coming down to the ball where
are old English lounges and chairs I
found that the old gentleman had ac
ootdlng to his custom made n morning
uipoftansy bitten which be said ho
preferred as a gentle Ionic to miut and
so after exchanging compliments iu
this way we went into breakfast He
is a man of great simplicity of habits
I try to live close lo nature was his

remark I always get up from the
table with mine appetite left although
my digestion is good Not exercising
much I regulate tny diet accordingly
Althitug 78 years old I wear no wool
uiMlerw ear summer or winter I do
not even use n cotton undert hlrt I
bathe more or less every morning in
euW water and that protects me I
lve never Used tobaoeo in any shape
awl sririts only very sparingly I
sjhimI a ereat deal of time in the open
air In Ihe forenoon I read under the
Ireea after attending to my corres ¬

pondence ami literary work iu my
library and in the afternoon I take my
nap under them on ail iron lounge
wliere I use neither pillows or cushions

I said Mr Clay you are following
tlie example of Eniieror William of
Germany in war times J supHse
you mean to live as long as he did

Well saw he I want Ihe air to
circulate all around me I am fleshy
enough to dipeuee with cushions and
they Hltract flies You see I have no
Hies about here I have my barns
stables and outhouses away off in the
forest mi as to have no flies about the
house Tliey are my abomination A
lly in a tiHcher of milk destroys that
milk for me One reason why I do
not care to go from home is the indif-
ference

of hotels to this matter of flies
and cleanliness of tabic and house ap-

pointments

A VJjKASAST talk
Aud sure enough everything about

his grounds aud his house shows this
attention to order unit cleanliness He
is Hie f the most methodical men 1

ever saw If an animul dies on his
daee he has it immediately buried

No garbage of any kind is seen any¬

where Pure air and pure water
said he have so niuoh to do with
health that I want mine as pure as
jmssible

After breakfast wc took seats out
under the trees aud talked over Kon
tueky nd national politics and his ex ¬

periences and observations in Europe
especially iu Russia He is a man of
much information on almost all sub-

jects

and ot a philosophical turn of
mind He Uses words with point and
force especially words semi technical
In their nature Speaking of Kentucky
polities lie remarked Tlie almost in
supcrtiMe barrier to Republicanism is
the prejudice of slavery anil the war
Tlmt is not fast disappearing but de¬

scends from father to sou It precludes
us from the natural force of t arid argu-
ments

¬

The best we can hope is to
neutralise this prejudice and render it
passive by arguments of self interest
I regaid success this time as very im
noriant to he future of the country
If Ihe Democrats succeed they will en
deuyor to hi organize politics as lo keep
the South former solid just as they did
liefore Ihe war and if they can detach
enough suppcrt In the North especi ¬

ally the West they will resist displace ¬

ment by violence if necessary Next
time they will fight inside the Union
and under the il ig and thus avoid
I heir former mistake I always pre ¬

dicted in former days that they would
fight before they would give up power
and many persons ridiculed the Idea
Tlie Southern leaders look upon the
Yailkees as Ihe Russians do the Jews
as their natural enemies If they could
do so they would iutroduce the Missis¬

sippi and lAMiieiaiiA method of carry-
ing

elections iu Northern cities I
know the animus that prevails

But said I the manufacturing
sentiment H gaining ground at the
South wherever there are cotton mills
and iron works Wont that neutral-
ise

the old Bourbon tendency
No said he they the leaders

will cultivate all that when it is far
enough a Ion gaud will ally it against
the North as a rival interest Four
more years of powerwili give them a
big following in the North and discour-
age

¬

ami almost eliminate Republican-
ism

¬

at the South Hence they will
strain every nerve to succeed this time
Republican success this time is a great
counteractive necessity to the present
tendencies aud schemes of Southern
leaders aud as a ptoteotlon to the best
interest of the country

In all his conversation you can dis-

cover

the profound distrust of Mr Clay
as to the intentions of the Southern
leaders Strangely enough however
e it would eem he supported Horace

GresJy hi i2 aud Tildan In 76 and ap ¬

proved the Renublloan plan of recon
struction Hte explanation Is that
lie did so to preserve the autonomy of
Hie States as lie puis it Now that
this autonomy has been preserved
he sees again a new danger from those
who would suppress the elective fran ¬

chise and rule by force as they did in
the days before the war

But I must pass on or this letter will
become too long As it was on Sun ¬

day that we were thus talking oar
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conversation appropriately enough fell
into some thoughts akin lo the day
He said araoug other things that he
always desired to see the persons hi
his employ especially the young peo-

the pope of the system The peasantry
recognize him as the representative of
God and he said it was wonderful to
witness the reverence displayed by
them for his person They are intense-
ly

loyal to hie dlvlue right claims
Nihilism he said was fomented by
the old slave holders the former
owners of the serfs The peasantry
bad uo sympathy witli it He said
that Nihilism had been practically
stamped out in Russia as it ought to
be The government of that country
was the only government for which
the people were fitted aud It was a
good government Although the Czur
is absolute yet they dare not disregard
the unwritten law of public opinion
He Clay believes in the manifest
destiny of Russia and said the govern-
ment

was the only Iriend this country
had in Europe during tlie war aud
Gortchacow was intensely anxious for
our success aud gave no countenance
to England or France iu their desire
to lecognize the Confederacy He
cherishes among his souvenirs a Jubi-

lant
¬

vote of congratulation from him
announcing Ihe surrender of Lee just
cabled to him by the Russian Minister
at Washington Speaking of Gortcha-
cow

lie had said he could couversc iu
perfect English French or German
The Czar however spoke English
only indifferently and he generally
can versed with him In French

Thus we talked on until dinner was
announced A Kentucky country din-

ner
¬

is something that attests the boun
teousness of the blue grass region
Fried chicken and ham are staple ar-

ticles
¬

of meat as snap beans cooked
with bacon new imtatoes peas tnma
matoes squash and onions and the
best of white com bread buscult milk
and coflee No wonder that the Ken-
tucky

¬

soldiers averaged over sixty
eight and a half inches in height and
weighed on an average of 149 pounds
The farming class I presume live
better than the farmers elsewhere iu
the United Stales and nf course iu the
world Mr Clay says he lives belter
than the Czar of Russia The Czar
has no blue grass region Mutton is
one of Mr Clays favorite dishes aud
he has n choice herd of Southdown
sheep hat would average perhaps 145
pounds per head He says they are
his most profitable stock He sold his
wool for 25 cents this year and his
sheep averaged over seven pounds to
the fleece They are profitable beciuee
he breeds fancy stock and sells them
at fancy prices Ho sells to breeders
Recently he sold a picked lot to go to
South America

After diuuerwecame out under the
trees again and the old veteran laid
down on his iron lounge as is his after
dinner habit There was a handsome
bird cage and canary singer singing
from a limb just above him and
swinging from another limb wasa cedar
bicket of driuklug water Like mauy
of the old tiinen in this country he
prefers to drink out of a gourd Leav ¬

ing him to take a nap tbe Russian
young gentleman and myself started out
for a buggy ride over the plantation
I will take you to a point said he
where can see into two or three coun-

ties
¬

And so we drove out to nil
elevation where we could see the rich
rolling lauds of Jessamine and Fayette
counties It was a beatiful landscape
indeed Then we crossed over to he
Lexington pike Limestone pikes are
features of the country all through the
blue grass region Presently we could
see the farms of Clark county away to
the Eastward We passed many
negroes mi the pike some on horse
back some in buggies and still more on
foot returning from a Sunday picnic
or basket dinner somewhere They
were generally well dressed and were
laborers on the various farms round
about These people said my young
friend will have a good time on Sun-
day

¬

if it takes all they earn during Ihe
week I asked him if none of them
got ahead iu the world An occasion-
al

¬

one only said he Some of tbis
corn laud is rented to them at leu
dollars per acre and if they make a
good crop it pays them fair wages
This year the crop is very flna and they
will do pretty well

Passiug a bay scales along tbe pike
and a livestock pen around it be re-

marked
¬

there Is our voting place In
this district No bouse but just a live
slock pen ami there was a still bouse
close by They have some lively times
at elections here said he and I have
seen genera arguments end up with
knockdowns The stili houseof course
furnished tbe ammunition This
country is dotted here aud there with
small still houses Under the law
they are allowed lo sell by be quart
aud it is wonderful the amount of
liquor that a two barrel per day still
that does not run half the time has iu
reserve for sale They aro really grog
sliojis in disguise

We rode tut the pike as far as Ken-
tucky

¬

river flvo miles away My
young friend was just ofaige and fresh
from college and was pretty well up
in geology mnl so when we descended
ino the gorge of the river which re ¬

minded roe of a Colorado canyon he
explained to me he peculiarities oi the

stratitieatiou JDoivu Til tills gorge
they got what is known as Kentucky
marble nut of which the towering
monument Clay at Lexington Is built
It was an Inspiring scene to look from
the heights of this gorge at the sweep
of the river below Tho piKe winds
its way down on the one side crossing
by a great iron bridge and thence
winds up Ihe other aide and you can
take It all in at a glance

We returned to the farm in the cool
of tlie evening and found the old gen-

eral

enjoying his chair under the trees
I have omitted all the way through
the title of general by which he is
known in this country because he told
me he disliked it although he holds a
bona fide commission ns a Major
General ot volunteers from the gov-

ernment

He came home from Russia
during the war to accept this position
hut not getting an independent com-

THE CLOSINO OP A STORMY LIFE

After a simple Sunday evening tea
we came out iu the moonlight to await
the eclipse What a glorious moon-

forest trees through which it shown
down upon us seemed literally bathed
in its splendor Sitting vis a vis with
the old Kentuckian looking at bis
hair and beard and watching his stern
face I could not but speculate upon
the tenor of bis thoughts Here lie
was at tlie end of a long and stormy
life and I fancied he must he contrast-
ing

with the light of other days when
he was young on his native heath full
of his remarkable determination and

rejoicing like a strong man to tun a
race He had said to me that he felt
at the outset of bis career as If he could
do it all himself but now he realized
how great the odds had been against
him Yes said I you was working at
emancipatou iu a retail way The
Almighty took the task off your hands
and tinished it up by the wholesale
And iet said he I have no regrets over
my career while of course I would not
care to go oyer it again I obeyed my
own convictions and that is always
