Jacket! Waists for Girls.

The jacket walsts and kilts aow worn
by girls of ten to twelve years are in
exceedingly simple shapas, the frouts
rounded in Zouanve shapes or in the
square-cornered Eton style, and the
back-in vwo forms. each finishing in a
square tab.
