February loth ltssa J

After a long tiresome and some ¬

what tempestuous voyage of twenty
one days I have for the fourth time
been landed by the good Brig Ro¬

mance on the Little blue Isle of the
seu Navassa As I have previously
written you of my sailing from Balti-
more

on the 12ih of January and of a
few incidents from that port to a point
on the Chesapeake Bay near Fortress
Monroe I will now attempt to hur-
riedly

writea partial account of our voy
agefrom Fortress Monroe to Navassa

On the morning of the 18th of Jan-
uary

after having been wiutl bound
and lying at anchor near the Fort for
two days a strong breeze came out
from the north west and the first or-

der

from our Skipper was to weigh
anchor The windlass was quickly
manned and in half an hours time tbe
anchor was in place on the bow the
sail was set the vessel was headed for
the capes and by 930 a ni we were
near Cape Henry light house At this
point our pilot was taken off by the
pilot boat

All vessels going up or down the
Chesapeake Bay are compelled to take
a bay pilot and for this purpose a pilot
boat cruises near tbe mouth of the bay
for putting on and taking ofl the pilots
of vessels Although our pilot Mr
Onealhad been on board only six days
wheu he left us it appeared as if some
old friend were suddenly leaving to
be absent a long time But after en-

trusting

several letters In his hands to
mall for me to friends and dear ones
that I had only a few days ago lelt
and with a hearty shake of hands be
said he would never forget the pleasant
time we bad on shore the day before
among tbe hospitable old Virginia
farmers He then dropped down into
the yawl and as he was being rowed
away waved his cap and said be hoped
to live to get even with me at cards
He prided himself at being a sharp
old sledge player

three social games
but out of thirty
of seven out I

got the odd game
We were now at the Capes as it

is generally termed or at the mouth
of the Chesapeake Bay which is near

00 miles from the city of Baltimore
About 10 a m we passed the Capes to
sea and with a fair wind the orders from
the Captalnwere give her the main
sail loose tbe gafl-top-sa- ll let her have
top gallant and royal Aye aye
sir shouts the mate and in due time
tbe sailors are aloft on every
yard from the fore sail to the royal
yard The yard is about 100 feet above
the deck but a sailor goes about bis
work at that height with as little fear
as a squirrel would in the top of a tree
Now tbe good old vessel has all sail set
and with au increasing fair wind we
are plowing our way through the bold
blue bouudless billows of the broad
Atlantic

Perhaps a short description of our
vessel would out be amiss Tbe Ro
mauce for that is the came of our
boat is a 500 tou vessel brigautlne
rigged She is 125 feet long 25

feet beam aud draws 12 feet of water
commanded by Capt Cbas Brown
The Romance belongs to the New York

Baltimore Navassa Phosphate Com
pany and runs between Baltimore and
tbe Island of Navassa W I taking
men and supplies to tbe Island and
bringing back a cargo of mineral phos ¬

phates She is a fast sailing vessel I
have never yet seen anything that
could pass her

About 2 p m on the 18th land dis-

appeared
¬

As I stood on tbe quarter
deck with a pair of marine glasses I
took a last long look at the shores of
old Virfiiola I looked until nothing
could be seen in any direction cave
one vast expanse of rolling waves

I like to look at the land as long as
It Is visible although It has a teudeuoy
to cause a shadow of gloom to pass
over meat moments like this when I
see the last traces of the shore fade
frmj view Yet In none of my pre-

vious
¬

voyages did I doubt nor do 1
now apprehend any fear but what I
will live to see those shores again
What dillereut emotions tbe first faint
sight of those shores produce ou me
on my return after a long stay here

The vessel is now headed toward the
Bahama Islands or at least the Caicos
Island passage of tbe Bahamas and
having a fair wind we are going at the
rate of eight knots per hour We pass
two large ships and two barks All
teem lo be deep loaded antLkeadcd for
the States Ou the 20lh jMaFreneii

ahead and the water is getting rougher
By nightfall heavy clouds of an angry
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appearance loom up aud tbe general
belief is that we are in for a bad
night of it Before midnight tbe wind
has increased to a heavy gale the rain
falls in torrents heavy thunder rolls
and all is Egyptian darkness save
when brilliantly lighted up by vivid
and blinding flashes of lightning
Some of our colored laborers 42 in
number got sea sick some of them
very sick while tbe more fortunate
ones who did not get sick poked
all kinds of jokes at those who were
Some so sick that you oeeastooally
beard a short prayer as Lord have
mercy Im so sick Some try
lug to sleep some prophesying that
the storm would get worse others that
it would get better while others say

let her blow One more jolly than
the rest was bumming a short soug
that from what I could hear I think he
had made up at least a pnrt of it to
suit the occasion The negroes belHg
down in tbe bold of the shin to be
sa fe from tbe storm and out of
the sailors way on deck and I being
in my state room some distance away
tbe fiercenessof the storm prevented
my hearing much of their prayers
witticisms jokes and songs But I
heard one fellow getting ofl something
like the following Its a life on de
ocean wave Its a home on de rollin
deep but dis old Brig she roll so liad
dat dis pooh nigger cant sleep Oae
of my fellow officers Mr H A
Jones who was going out to Navassa
with me did not appear to give the
storm much heed if I am to judge from
the loud snoring that emenated from
his state room Another ofllcerMr Jas
Dasbiell would have gotten a pretty
good nap but he had to get up to take
a dose of medicine He said that seven
drops were a dose but eight drops
would kill and It was rather amusing
to watch him try to drop tbe requisite
number into a glass of water while tbe
vessel rolled so badly I think that
three drops would go on the table one
in tbe glass and two on tbe floor So
from the diffcult task be had in getting
the seven drops into the glass we gave
him the obtlquet of Seven Drop J ta-
rn

¬

ie Before morniug however the
storm bad lulled the sea had smoothed
down considerably and all day
on tbe 22nd we bad a fine wind with
cool cloudy wealber Our sick men
were well the vessel was sailing stead ¬

ily and Seven Drop Jimmle could
take his medicine more correctly

From the 23rd to 25th we were in
tbe Gulf stream with a gale blowing
almost constantly which compelled our
Captain to keep the brig uuder short
sail and you Jraay depend we had a
rough time of it for two or three days
Passed a large three masted schooner
and a big shark followed 03 for some
hours It appeared to be about 12 feet
in length A shark when hovering
around or following a vessel general ¬

ly swims so near the surface that bis
dorsal flu is above water and should
he settle down the transparency of the
water is such you can see him to a
depth of Ave or six fathoms Itehthy
ologists claim that a shark always turns
ou his back to take into his mouth any
tbiug that he may see floating on the
surface of the water that be wishes to
swallow Such Is not always the case
I have repeatedly seen them shim ¬

ming along with their dorsal flu out of
the water and at the same time raise
their head far enough out of the water
to take into their mouth auy thing
floating on the surface The mouth
being 011 the underside of the bead is

the cause of their turning over so as not
to expoee their head above water but a
hungry shark does not stand on cere-
mony

¬

but pops his bead out of tbe
water and takes down auy thing that
be finds floating that may please bis
taste I do not think their sense of
taste is very delicate fori have known
them to swallow empty fruit caus
pieces of barrel headsstaves and mauy
such things that are thrown over-
board

Nothing of unusual Interest occurred
from the 24th to tbe 30th I forgot to
mention that on tne 16th that two
large whales came near us or rather
we sailed near them They were spout ¬

ing tbe water up into the air like two
force pumps Apparently they were
having a sporting time as the water
around them was in great commotion

We were now as far South as tbe
tropic of cancer and of course bad had
no firejin the stove for a week and robed
ourselves Iu light summer clothing
quite a contrast with 13 days before
when ashore iu Old Virginia

According to the Captains reckoning
we could not be far from land and
about 3 oclock In the afternoon of tbe
SOtb a sailor went aloft to tbe main

ad and after scanning the
horizon in a southerly direction called
loudly out Land Ho Where
away shouts the Captain About
3 points on our starboard bow and
about 60 miles away sir We were
all rejoiced to hear this bit of uewB for
we knew at tbe rale we were sailing
that it would not be lone before we
could see the land from the deck It
had now been twelve days since I bad
seen any land aud I louged to look at
something besides water Before
night full we were sailing along the
shore of Caiscos Island This like all
of the Bahama Islands belongs to the
English and has but few Inhabitants
But as I looked along lis shores and
saw the trees bushes and everything
looking so green and the thermometer
ou board standing at SO I could hard ¬

ly realize that two weeks ago I was In
the States where everything had ou its
winter garb

Ou the 31st ot January we sight the
Island of Great Inagtia This Is also
an English island and about 40 mites
in length by about 8 in width aud has
some 500 or 300 inhabitants Large
quantities of flue salt are on the
Island in salt ponds by natural evapo ¬

ration It also has some cnooanut
plautatluus The most of the inhabi
tants are poor and live by fishlug and
on the tropical fruits of the Island
The Captain hove our Brig to iu froat
of their little village called Mathews
town and a boat came ofl to us bt
thev had no shells or euriositles of any
klud to sell They reported that the

ship passes ue Tbe wlnUTjoTSe morel American Warship Allan tie had
ed at their telatul a few days before
and that the Haytfaa blockade wasj
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still on Oae of tbe Mffest astd beet
light houses in West Isdfe s4ts a
this island

We now enter the great WitHiwni
Passage that flows betweea the Iokutsu
of Cuba and Hayti aud on tbe noralng
of February 1st e sighted tbe North ¬

west extremity of the Island of Hayti
This point is called St Xiebolae La
Mole

We also saw tbe Utile Istaad of Tw
tuga whieh lies sot far from Le Mte
The Tortoga Isiuad is about 30 mites tat

length aud about S miles wide astd fa
entirely separated from the mia briMi

by a narrow passage of water and be¬

longs to Hayti It is a very rich Msmm

naturally from the fact that it is cov-

ered

with a desee forest of ancient Ma

sail

hogany logwood JsimI HgBttMYMMe ait
of whieh timbers are very valuable It
also eoataias eoneitlerabie mismcai
wealth But nothing m being dejue
scarcely with the timbers ami mineral
Only about a doaeti Haytww familfe
live on tiie island This fa the fciatid
that John Bull wanted to take pas
session of about two years ago for a lit¬

tle debt that tbe Haytiaii RepnMse
owed him But Uoeie Sam held up a
warning finger aud Johnnie Bull had
to keep bis bands ofl Tbe English
government no doubt thought that by
taking possession of the Tortuga that it
would give her a foot ltoW aad that h
a short time site would gobble up all
Hayti and would have doee so Be
doubt bad not other nations objeeted
But my impression fa that there will be
many a hot day in live tropics hefere
the Republics of America and Frawea
will permit Her Mjestys flog to float
over Hayti or aiiy part of It

The wiud diet I out to a dead eaha
and we lay all day about midway tha
passage between the eastern extreaKy
of Cuba and the northwesters extrem ¬

ity of Hayti Our vessel lay as quiet
as If she had beea on a ill poad
and at Intervals through the day s4t
fleecy clouds shut iu tbe suit and
many of them I watched as tbey float ¬

ed around below tbe summits of tbe
lofty mountain peaks of Hayti It was
with delight that I watched with a
large glass these majestic scirro
cumulus clouds as they slowly floated
some entirely over tlte heftiest peak
while others moved aroued the
evergreen sides of those preeipHouo
aad picturesque mountains bUBdrwfe
of feet below their summits But
while looking at this pauoramie view
it was sad to think that civil war
was spreading such devastathm aver
this island and that mauy of the
beautiful valleys that I couhi see opread
out between tlte gorgeously green
mountains were stained with the life
blood of so many of her soldiers

About noou I saw one of tbe largest
water spouts just a short distance to
the windward of us that I have ever
seen It was large and BMst per¬

fect in form somewhat in shape IHte
au hour glass aud was oue solid whirl¬

ing moving column of water extead
ing from the sea to the eoutte As it
was not moving in our direethm we
felt no uueasiuess but woe unto tbe
shi p that cannot keep out of tbe traek
ot a large water spout for they are cer¬

tain destruetiou to auy ship that they
may strike They tooietinies move
for mauy miles before they break

A good wind sprang up late m the
evening and we had a fine sail through
the great Windward Passage and oh
tbe morning of tlte 2ud we were welt
out iuto tbe Caribbean Sea About 1

a m the lookout from aloft shouted
Land ahead sir and in a short time

the Little blue isle of tlte sea Na-
vassa

¬

was visible from the deck of tbe
brig It was a welcome sight to see
aud it was really gratifying to know
that before another sunset that I weuhl
be on terra firma once more after se
long and tiresome a voyage About
1 oclock we dropped anchor at Navas
sa among a fleet of several ships that
were lying at anebor and loading
phosphate On our approach all these
ships ran up their lings in honor of our
arrival Some were American seme
French and some English Also tbe
stars and stripes were proudly floating
from our lofty flag stall on shore

We are now shipping about 2069
tons of phosphate per month which fa

a better business than has been done
here for some time We are shipping
to Baltimore Md and Wilmington
N- - C in tbe States and to London
Liverpool Swansea Falmouth Ply-

mouth
¬

Nantes Rotterdam aad ether
points ou the otherside of the Atlantic
I see but little change in the appear¬

ance of anything on Navassa since I
sailed from here last fall Plenty of
goats about 400 and a floek of 3W
chickens and catching any quantity of
the finest of fish Wild pigeoa shoot ¬

ing was never better on the mountairs
than now I managed to get oa the

outside of two nice fat ones for
breakfast this morning la point of
flavor the West Indie wild pigeoa ex ¬

cels any bird I ever ate My pet
frigate bird Jim that I left here
last fall Is yet here and is quite a cu ¬

riosity Iu his way The frigate bird fa

known as the fastest bird of flight
Tbe body is not heavier than that of
a chicken hen while the wings meas ¬

ure from six to seven feet from tip to
tip It lives solely upon fresh fish aud
will eat nothing else nor does it drink
any water nor can it cat eh its own
fish but depeuda entirely for a HvlBg
on robbing other sea birds of their pray
Jim has some strange fancies about

him He Is particularly fond of the
American flag He will alight ou any
vessel that carries the stars and stripes
aud will sit ou the topmast above tbe

f flag and appear to glory in the wlud
Wowing the folds of the flag arousd
him and he does not dislike tbe
French flag But u English
flag be displayed hud J will dart
at it with lightning - aad as he
passes by will seize it with bis long
hooked beak aud tear great pieces out

ml when the flag fa lowered he will
hover around it clear down to tbe oVk
and will damage it all he can But

Jim is a great favorite with all
Captains as he is perfectly gentle and
will alight upon the deck ef any vessel
and the Captains frequently tie notes
arouHd bis Beck and be will bring them
ashore He fa truly au Aruerlcaiiiaed
bird and shows great respect for tbe
stare and stripes
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
