The earth menutime has advanced In
har orbit, and the moon requires more
time to complete o rovelution in regard
to the sun, bringing sun, moon and
earth into line, and making the time
from now moon fo new moon aguin
twenty-nine and a half days This is
called a luoar mooth, Iunation or
synodie period.

If she wera Dblotted
from the skics thore would be no tides
of any amount, no silver cresconls
hanging in the goldon West, no glori-
ous full moons Rooding the slecping
earth with soft lights and shodows,
and no total eclipsms of the sun. the
most sublime phenomena on which
mortal eyes rest.
