It is a great
satisfaction to know that this trouble-
some little infliiemation is esused by
an invasion of the ginnds by hosts of
the liptothrax, a baoterinm which Is
normal in tho mouth. It is a vegelabls
microbe which flourishes at all times
in the mouth, nourished by the saliva
nnd by particles ol food remaining in
the mouth. Thdy cause Inflammation
of the tonsils and the swelling by
erowding into the erypts in the glands

Phlogmonis is an inflam mation of the
tonsils, but is different from the ondi-

pary lonsolitis In being contagious, in l

the Infiammation axtending to the
whole mouth. and in the ulecration of
thw tousils. When an abeoss forms in
tho tonsils tho disoaso Is quinsy. Or
dinary tonsilitls seldom lasts more
than n week, and may bo cured in
twenty-four hours. Phlegmonis lasts
longer, aad is mors severe

The disease doos not become ehronis,
but each atinok onlarges the glands
and leaves them more suscoptible to it
It, of course, greatly affects the volco
during Its presence nnd when gono
leaves n muffiad tone as ule o
the slager's voice. The only ical
cure is the removal of the glands,
which i quickly done by the guillotine,

instant There are a great many peo-
ple on whom the guillotine has done
ita work nod thoy are geperally an
Improvement on nature.
