They Are the Equals of Men in All Afalrs
of the Family.

Burmese women are treated well in
the family and they nre the oquals of
the men in family affuirs. They have
their say in all business matters and
the only place in which thelr inferi-
ority is noticeabls is in religion. The
Burmese nre Buddhists, and o Budd-
hist woman hss no chance 10 go to
Heaven, save by her soul at death
passing into the body of aman. If she

kist tenchers put women much lower
In the soals of morality than man, and
they malotain that the sins of one
woman are equal to the sins of
3,000 of the worst men that ever
lived.

It is supposed o be unlucky to put
either shos on the wrong fool nor
must one put the left shoe on before
thé pight, unless one wishos to bring
aboat some direful calamity. Augus.
tus Caesar, it 1s sald, put on his left
show first, and before nightiall he nar
rowly ecscaped nssassinstion. De
Brewer says that plucking off the shos
among the Jews, smoking the pipe
among the Indinns, thumb-licking
amuug the Scoteh, breaking a steaw
tognther smoug the Toutons and shak-
ing hands among the English are all
ceremonies to confirm n bargain. The
Jewish custom of plucking off the shoo
or sandal Is frequently relerred to in
the Scriptures. In the story of Ruth
it ist recorded that the compaect which
Borz made was sealod by ashoe being
drawn off—one of the verscs rends:
“Now, this was the manner In former
timo in Isrnel concerning redeaming,
anc. concerning changing, for to con-
firm all things a man plucked off his
shee nud gave it to his nelghbor; and
this wans n testimony in Ieracl. "

To suya man's *4n his boots" im-
plies that he is very drunk. It comes
from un old Welsh word, *“boozi™ |
menning to be saturated with liguor
hut 1o sland ln another's shoes is to
clalm the honors of another. It has|
its origin from a costom ecommon
among the ancient Northmen, among
whom If & man adopted & son in order
thut the youth might lawfully inheri
be must for a certain length of timo
wear the shoos of his adopter.

As aslzh of respect the Japnnese,
when they meet on the street, take off
thoir slippers. The custom almost
prevalls in the East.  An wnferior,
when he enters the house of Lis
superior, removes his shoes or slippers
and loaves them at tho door untll his
departure. This Is done ns & murk of
bumility, s a shocless foot denoloes
servitude.  The slipper is also left at
th: door of the Mobammedan mosque
for the reason that leather is regarded
88 oo unclean thing and must not be
brought into the presence of the holy.

T'he custom of throwing an old shoo
aler o nowly-marriod couple is unie
versal. BSome think that it is o relio
of the days when the zallant lover care
ried off his swoetheart b force. Others l
aseribe good lock 10 an old shoé and
throw it after the newly-married couplo
willi 1he best intont.  This cortalnly is |
the most popular view, nod fow parents |
dream that when they throw ber old
sboes after her they hereby give up for
geod and all thelr cootrol and righs
over thelr daughter. Yot thia is the
sirnificancs it had In the days when
the Anglo-Saxon futher handed to tha
bridegroom an old shoo of the bride.
Tie hushand touched the bride on the
head with it as an sssertion of his nu-
tbority, while the father, by the giving
of the ghoe, signified his willingness to
relinguish all claim or authority. In
Tarkey, however, it is the brldegroom
himsolf who Is touchoed, nnd some-
times guite severely, for the moment
h3 is married his frieads and relatives
sal upon him and pelt him with thelr
slippers as a sort of afectionats fare-
well

When a palr of now shoes is brought
home, never place them on s shelf
higher than your bead if you would
heave good luck while wearing thom,
aad mever blancken them before you
have hod both shoes on, else you may
meet with an sccldent snd perhsps
sadden death. So say the old Irlsh
women who have made a study of
these matters. The Scotch lassie be-
lieves that skould she by sccident drop
her new shoes before they have been
vorn, they will surely lead her into
trouble. The Garman mother says
tiat shoald she lgose the heel of her
shoo one of her children will die be-
fore the year Is out, while should a
Freoch lady meet with such an acol-
deut to her high-heoled elippers, dis-
appolotment in love is sure to follow.

HISTORY OF PHARMACY.

The Development of the KSclence In En.
glund sml Continental Europe,

DPuring the middle ngos pharmaocy
was, 0 & great oxtent, still under the
control of the Arabisn physicians.
From coatact with them in the East
the religious ordors (1the Benedictines
especially) became proficient in the
nrt. The mwonks, however, wero for-
bidden 1o shed blood, with the result
that surgory foll largely into the hands
of the barbers 1o whicli fnet the origin
of the prescot tonsorial striped pole s
doe.  Soon the rise of aichemy and the
study of toxicology or urt of polsoning
—which the fashlon of the age cultls
vuled--pnd tho oristoorntic tastes for
sploes combined phnrmacy, toxicology
snd the grocery and coofectioncry
business into a heterogeneous whole,
which united tho salutary and the
eriminal in a peculinrly characteristio
middie-nge mannar.

The dovelopment of national life in
England, Gormany and France having
taken ploce somewhst later than in
other parts of Europe, the beginning
of the phurmnceatieal hlstories n
theso countries is of comparatively re-
cent date  Germany was the first o
tho field. A drug storo oxisted in
Muenster in 1285, one at Augsburg in
1518, and another at Hildesheim in the
same yoar. In 1350 the boundary line
between medicine and pharmacy was
clearly dofined in Goermshy, as s
proved by the existence of a parch-
ment ordinance by the City of Nurem-
berg.

The firat recorded apothecary shop
in London was in 1332 Up to that
period drugs were dispensed by gro-
cors and spicers exclusively, and those
tradesmon did not entirely lose thelr
hold on their side line lor considePn-
ble time. A peculinr documant dated
1845 isstill in existence. In it King
Edward III. of Englund grants a pen-
sion of sixpence s day to Coursus de
Gungland, an spothecary of London,
for taking care of ‘and attending Hi
Majesty during his [llness in Beotland

REPELING RATS.

Build Barns 50 That They Onn Not Harbor
Rodents from Terriers.

Most of the barns put up In our
country are about as perfect rut war-
reng 08 oan bo contrived. The floor of
the cellar should be pemented, and its
walle mado of brick or stone, If a rat
then geta down the stairs into it be is
casily enught by n dog, as he can maka
no hole here to crawl out Nothing
in the upper stories should be plied so
close to the sides of the buildlor sa to
prevent o small dog and a large cat
getting between, to catoh any vermin
nesting there.  All grain or meal bins
aud boxes must be covered with tin,
zinc or sheat iron, W prevent rats and
mice gnawing through to oat them.

Many rats may be got rid of in the
following ensy manner: Take four
pieces of joiss, three {aet or more long,
and nail boards to these W make &
square space inside. Set the lower
boards three Inches or motp above the,
foot of the joist, so as 1o leave space
for rats to run under them. Scutter
corn on the ground in the center of the
pen, & yard or two long sed wids; lay
down jolst at two ends of this and
then cover the corn with boards. Flace
this near the barn, and it will make a
nive warren for rats; and by tolling
them with a few kernels of corn from
the barn to the outslde of this pes,
they .will soon make thelr home
under the boards inside. After get-
ting well settled there, sink the
foot of each post so deep into the

6. A pew and conclusive method of
detecting the prescnce of: arsenic in
the system has been discovered, which
leaves no room for doubt. Thls tost
has been applied In many cases, and
has led to the removal of the paper
trom the will, or of the patlent from
the room, followsd by rellef, and, in
due time, by full cure.

7. The covering of arsenical paper
by non-arsenical is not sufficlent to re=
move danger, for though this expedl-
cut may prevent the areenical dust
from lmpregnating the &ir, yet It Is
surmised thst molsture develops a
volatile arsenious compound, which
readily finds its way into the alr of the
room. —Youth's Companion.
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HISTORIC FRENCH DUEL.

The Meetinig Between Cnealix nod Bar-
mave in 1700,

Rows in the French Chambaer often
lead to duels, but the Ferry-Boulanger
meeting was not a parllamestary
duel, slnee 1t did not zeow out
of such a quarrel; still lis motive
was s0 purely politieal that it
has o right to be clnssed among thoso
that originated In words oxchanged
during a heated debate. The first of
this sort of encountors in the chrom-
iclos of French legisiative bodies had
its origin in the meeting of the Nation-
