Governor Buckner's message,
referring to the Auditors Re
says: The report of the Auditor
of Pablic Accounts gives a detail-
ed statement of all the expendi-
Lures of the State government dur-
ing the last two years, and shows
its present financial condition.

The total receipts, including bal-
ance al Lthe beginning of the year,
for the fiscal year ending June 30,
1589, amounted to $4,503,793.36.
The total expenditures during the
same period were $4320,8067.12,
leaving a balance in the treasury
June 30, 1889, §72.926.24.

The Auditor eslimates that there
will be a surplus in the general ex-
penditure fund on June 30, 1890,
of $171,844.7T8, and on June 30,
1891, of $532 84478,

Further commenting the Gov-
ernor says: The detalcation of the
late Treasurer of the State, report-
ed to your predecessors, amounted
to $247,128.50. Proceedings by the
Attorney-General, resulting in re-
alizing on the funds and property
of the defaulting Treasurer and
adjudications by the Special Com-
mission constituted by the Legis.
lature, have resulted in reducing
this amount by the sum of $73,
(33.88, Jeaving a balance yet due
of §174,094.62. The Commission
is still proceeding in Lhe adjust-
ment of the outstanding acconnts,
and it is estimated that the in-
debtedness will be still Tarther re-
duced, leaving probably not more
than $150.000 to be collected from
the bondsmen of the Treasurer.
The suit against them is pending
in the Court of Appeals.

The Governor calls the atten.
tion of the Legislature to the rapid
increase in the cost of juries, and
ascribes it to “the want of aiten-
tion on the part of some ol the
Cirenit Juodges and Common-
wealths Attorneys to the interests
of the public.”

The great disparily between

diffzrent counties in the cost of
witnesses 18 noticed. In the
county of Anderson there was

paid to witnesses the sum of only
$1.600; in the county of Bell,
$1,484.88; in the populous county
of Boone, only $3136: in the
county of DBreathitt, §2.314.88; in
the county of Caldwell, only $0-00;
in the county of Clay, $1,673.44;
in the county ot Kenton, includ.
ing the large cily of Uovinglon,
#339.60, and in the county of
Knott, $1.205.44; in the county of
Campbell, including the city of
Newport, #8592, and in the
county of Knox, $3,664.58. The
Governor attributes this outrage
to the lack of altention on the
part of the proper officers.

The only means of putting an
end to such abuses seems to be
the enactment of a law forbidding
payment to witnesses and jurors
except lor the time they are actu-
ally belore the court, and giving
authorily to the Auditor to reject
all unreasonable claims, Heavy
penalties should also attach to
officials who misstate the necessi-
ty of the attendance of wilnesses,

or who cause Lhem to be sum-
moned without probable neces-
sity.

The Governor complains of a
mass of unnecessary legislation,
and suggests a balt in that direc-
tipn.

The Legislature advised to
dissolve the eounties of Harlan
and Perry, and distribute them to
other and more peaceful counties.

Change ol law in the matter of
fines 18 suggested so that they be
paid directly into the Treasury.

Violation of chartered rights
should be punished by forfeiture
of charter.

The Governor points out the
evils of trusts, and especially the
“exclusive privilege” evil, and sug-
gests that remedies be devised.

Altogether the message is an
able one.

Photographis of the interior of the
gun are (nken by meéans of the electrie
light, and the information obtained
Ly these means is most “valuable, mnd
is mapifestly more aatizfactory thuan
that given by the method of tuking
impressious of the bore in soft ruober,
Photography bas alén beenn made use
of in studying the motion of the pro-
Jectile. Inthe case of large guns in-
stantateots views of the shot durieg
Its flight have been successfully taken
by means of a camera provided with a
quick-ucting shulter. This method s
not applicable, however, to small arms
A rifle bullet s & very small object,
and the camers must be sel very near
its path in order to oblain a picture of
suflicieut size (o be of use, but the
nearer the instrument is placed (o the
moving object lo be photographed the
more raphl Is the motion of the Image
over the plate, and no “igstuntsncous™
or quick-seting shuller could possibly
Le made o operate with sufficlent rap-
idity, or at the proper instsot, lo give
s sharply deflned picture,

The desired end is accomplished,
however, by the aid of electrieity.
The camera s provided with an ex-
tremely seusitive plate and placed in
a dark rovm, through which the bullet
s made to pass. The instant the bal-
let s in front of the camers It breaks
an electrie cirenll, producing a spark
which Hluminates the bullet for an
instant. sod its image ls lmpressed,
opon the seoshive plate.
