This
opermtion was performed several days ago,
the horse being placed under the influ-
ence of an anwsthetic. He bore the ef-
feets of the operation with fortitude, and
while rejecting grain, relished other joods,
His condition improved mpidly, and Fri-
dlay his owners, Davis & Armstrong, were
sutisfied that he would recover, and ren-
der valeable services in the stud,  Early
Saturday momning, however, svmjtoms
of lockjaw appeared, and Dr. Crowley de-
cided that the chances agningt him were
g0 heavy that to put him to death vould
be merciful,  While there i no kaown
recond of enses where equine ampuatation
had been successinlly carried oud, Dr.
Crowley thought it wus feasible in these
days of advanced medical wisdom, He
knew of several local casess where borses
had been successfully cnred of Jeg frac-
tures, but they weére not of such én ag-
gravated form as the case in point.
