The death of a Cabinet officer daring
his termg of offioe has notl been s
rare occurrenoe in the history of this
country, Mr. Webster and Mr. Upshur
died while filling the office of Seeretary
of State; Mr. Eawlins, while Seeretary
of War; Mr. Brown and Mr. Howe,
while Postmaster General, and Mr
Folger while Secretary of the Treas-
ury, Mr. Windom was, thercfore, the
second Seeretary of the Treasury who
died in office, and, like AMr, Folger, he
| died while away from the National
Capital. Secretary Manning was strici-
en with n fatal disesse while Secretary
of the Treasury, and disd soon after
| leaving the service. As was also the
case with Mr. Folger, Seoretary Win-
dom died from heart fallure, malnly nt-
tributed to overwork in the perform-
snce of his officlal duties.
