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LEANS A CENTURY AgU.

Bging Jobu Halley's Account of »
Then Wonderful Journey “Down the
River"” to the “Creseent City."

A bundred yesrs ugn, day before yes-
tenday, ar April #th, 1791, Jobn Halley,
& resident of Booneshorough, departed
froin that place for New Orleans with a
Beet of lour boats, londed with one hun-
dred and fifty-nine hogsheads of tobacen,
200 pounds of bacon and lard, 10 barrels
of flonur, moal, &e.

A long journey lay before the old
boatman and ploneer, but he had gone
that way before, and the distance, dis-
comforis und dangem were naught to
him.

Through the kindnes of Mr. Henry
8. Halley, of Scott county, grand-nephew
of the subject of var sketch, we haye
before us the ol gentlemsn's manu-
script, penned during the vovage. Tt
s on heavy linen paper, and evidently
written with & goose quill, It is well
presorvod, and as legible today ns it was
five suore years ago.

Mr. Halley wasa Vieginian, a man of
wialth and education, with s marked
individuality, Numerons incidents, as
the reader will see, demonstrate that he
was fond of the good things of this life.
Leaving Booneshomugh on April 27th,
at 10 w'clock, he arrived st the mouth of
Kettucky River on May 5th, elght daye,
the distnoee, e save, hoing 220 miles,
Carrollton, of conrse, did not then exist,
but Capt. Thompson, with a goand of 25
militia, relieved every two months, com-
manded the post. At intervals, says the
narrator, wilitary posta existed all along
the river, andd boutsuen were compelled
to land b each post and secnre from the
Commandant or Govertor a passport to
the next post.

Having gone a little way down the
Ohio, & supposad Indinn was seen 1o tross
the river in 2 canoe, and the erew “pat
their guns in the best order for defonse.”
When oppesite the cance, which was
thon hilden in the willows, they were
hailed by the volee of & white man who
wokaxd them (o come 0 him—sn unrens
onable refjuest—but thioking him a de-
eoy for Indians; was told that the flect
was no further from Him than be wos
from it. The canog containing & white
man came fourth, and the wan sald he
wits from Fort Iitt—now Pittsburg—20
days out, his two eompanions eaptured
by the Indisns, and he had “lived on
roots called wild potatoes”™  But the old
eaptain was convineed from the man's
“vountensnce and dress’" that he woas o |
deserted regular from the Falls garrison, |
In {act, the fellow soon confessed that be
belonged to Cupt. Smith's company.

May Sth, the flect landed above the
Falls, near the then village of Louisville,
and the descrter was diliversd o the
garrison where Jeffesonville now stands,
and received o certifionte for $10 rewand
to the “"contracting store,” The Captain
states brefly but  definitely  what
disposition was mavde of the certificate—
“I wok it in whisky and sugar for my
wen."”

We quote from the manvseript the ne-
vount of the passage over the Falls: “Two
boats in charge of Wilkerson had gone
over the Falls, 1 ook ten hands on
board to row and steer and Wilkerson
undd soysell wenl s pilots on top of the
boat. We were obliged to go throngh
the big chuta of the Falls, where the
water run for a considerable distance al-
most 85 high as the top of our bost. It
was enoagh to dump the soutest beart
that was unneguuittiad with the mmpidity
of water that might be passed over with-
out daoger. 1 amived safe al the lower
end of the mpids in about one bour, and
returned jor the other boat. We had
near five miles to walk on shore, Took
dinper and went galely over the falle
Went up to Louisville in onder to settle
some business that night, and lodged =t
Capt. Patin’s" Y

arm bands, hialf moons and crosses on
their breasts, Lead bands, ear rings and
nose jowels, and 2 great number of
brooches in their shirts, set in rows, and
other tinkling omuuments.  Faces paint-
ol reil and black., Cherry red squaws—
he spells it s-q-u-a-g-h-s—wearinyg shiits
and petty conts richly adorned. Some
of the young squaws were very hand-
some, About 20 Americans aad some
French traders who sopplied the In-
dians with goods and bought their furs,
skins, bears ofl, elc, and took the young
